On August 14, 2014, after due notice, the Department of Consumer Protection, Liquor
Control Commission, held a formal administrative hearing on a charge of a violation
of Section 30-55a of the Connecticut General Statutes, arising out of your failure to
file returns and pay unemployment contributions, interest and/or penalty for such
returns.
