5. Funding
Opportunities

DPH is working to contract with a national vendor to distribute 12 million CDC funding. Contract
needs to be reviewed by the AG. Funding is extended to 6/30/24. This is a COVID-19 workforce
development grant and will be available for any type of SBHC services including new or existing
sites.

SB1 10 million ARPA funding is being worked on by DPH. Application needs to be submitted in
OPM for permission to spend the funds. Funding is specific to children’s mental health and will go
to mental health only sites. Sites listed in PA 21-35 report will get priority.

US Department of Education, for $280 million funded through the bipartisan Safer Communities




Act and funding is to address the mental health crisis. What's happening to kids with the impact of
COVID academically.
