SUBJECT:   Changes in Voter Registration Procedures

This transmits a change to the UPM procedures regarding voter registration to reflect the inclusion of the declination statement in the application and redetermination forms.  It removes specific references to the form number now that the declination is part of the application and redetermination forms.  

The change to include the declination as part of the application and redetermination forms is intended to ensure that the department fulfills the requirement to offer applicants and recipients the opportunity to apply to register to vote.  The inclusion of the declination in these forms should make that process easier for both the client and the worker.

The declination form ED-682 will continue to be acceptable and would most commonly be used in situations involving a change of address or other similar situation that would not involve use of an application or redetermination form.  It will also continue to be used with the HUSKY Renewal form until it can be modified to include the declination statement.
