A Formal Hearing was held on this matter today and the hearing was concluded. The Board voted unanimously to issue a Final Decision and Order, consisting of an Immediate Order to Cease and Desist, Civil Penalty in the amount of $37,000.00, Restitution in the amount of $13,189.00, and if  Restitution is not paid  within ninety (90) days, DCP to revoke Mr. Okoney’s (S-7) Limited Contractor license and his (SM-1) Limited Sheet Metal Contractor license.
