Disputed Residence


An applicant who meets the residency requirement for Medicaid in more than one state is entitled to prompt assistance from one state or the other. To resolve disputes the following considerations should be taken into account:



A.
No durational residence requirement can be applied.



B.
Residence in the state prior to entering an institution is not a requirement.



C.
Any action by a state constitutes state placement except:




1.
providing basic information about another state's Medical Assistance; or




2.
providing basic information about the availability of health care services in another state.



D.
If one state cannot agree to accept responsibility, the dispute must be resolved by granting assistance in the state in which the individual is physically present.
