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Dr. Elkinton conducts research on population dynamics and biological control of 
invasive forest insects. More recent projects focus on the population dynamics of 
browntail moth, hemlock woolly adelgid, elongate hemlock scale and winter moth. 
He is currently involved with efforts to introduce predatory beetles to control 
hemlock woolly adelgid and a tachinid parasitoid to control winter moth.
