Fertilizer, Pesticide and Feed Procucts

Data obtained by chemical analysis of officially colliected samples
of commercial feeds, fertilizers and pesticide formulations are contained
in this report. The tables show the number of samples from each manufac-
turer (in parenthesis), the number of determinations made for each puaranteed
ingredient, the number of deficiencies, and the average percent of claims
for each component.

The deficiencies noteu for feeds samples are based on the permitted
variations recommended by the Association of American Teed Control
Officials, tl.e investigational allowances for fertilizers are those of
the Association of American Plant Food Control Officials, and the
permissive guarantee variations suggested by the Association of American
Pesticide Control Officials are used for pesticide formulations.

Data for 814 samples of feed representing 61 manufacturers, 266
samples of fertilizer representing 20 manufacturers and 257 samples of
pesticide representing 78 manufacturers are summarized.

The feed and fertilizer laws are administered by the Commissioner
of Agriculture. The pesticide law is under the direction of the
Commissioner of Environmental Protection.
