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2.0 PURPOSE OF THIS DOCUMENT 

 
2.1 The Emergency Management Plan (EMP) serves four “Key” functions: 

• The EMP identif ies key personnel in the Gravel Pit Solar Project 
organization.  

• The EMP is the primary health and safety resource tai lored specif ical ly for 
the operations and maintenance project activities and sets forth the 
minimum work practice standards for all  work including any Contractors , 
Subcontractors, vendors and visitors who may be on the Project Site during 
major solar plant repairs,  solar plant system test ing or Gravel Pit Solar 
tasks including, but-not-l imited-to,  requirements for: incident reporting,  
accident investigation and medical  management, public safety, Contractor 
safety, transportation, waste management, equipment management, s ite 
security, emergency response and site evacuation,  environmental 
condit ions,  construction safety,  agency relations,  sanitat ion,  
decontamination,  hazard awareness and training.  

• The EMP sets forth the minimum environmental,  health and safety 
standards that contractors and subcontractors wi l l  incorporate into their 
company or individual H&SP’s or JHA’s.  

• The EMP highlights the minimum environmental,  health and safety 
standards Gravel Pit Solar Contractors wi l l  incorporate into their individual 
JHA’s and day-to- day Gravel Pit Solar act ivities. This EMP is in addit ion to 
the Gravel Pit Solar I IPP documents and all  Safety and Risk Management 
polic ies set forth by the company. It  is  important to note that ALL Gravel 
Pit Solar F ield Technicians are OSHA 30 certif ied. The Gravel P it Solar staff  
have extensive supplementary task specif ic safety training in addition to 
the to the contractor training that is  required before they are assigned to a 
Gravel Pit Solar Project.

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5.0 GENERAL SITE SAFETY REQUIREMENTS 
 

5.1 Site Requirements   

• As required by the state in which the work is  being performed, 
each subcontractor shall develop their company Injury, I l lness and 
Prevention Program (I IPP) and shal l  provide wri tten documentat ion to 
the S i te Gravel Pit Solar Field Technician verifying existence of program. 

• Each contractor and subcontractor shal l  provide a copy of their 
Hazard Communicat ion Program to the Site Gravel Pit Solar Field 
Technic ian at onset of activ i t ies at the si te.  

• Each subcontractor is  required to provide one contractor per crew 
and per shift that holds current standard first  aid training that 
covers both f irst  aid and CPR. 

• Any hazardous material products brought onto the Project Site wi l l  be 
cleared with the Gravel  P it  Solar Lead Technic ian or EMP. The Gravel Pit Solar 
Lead Technician is responsible for collecting each materials Material  Safety Data Sheets 
(MSDS) as i t  enters the si te .  Each contractor(s ) and subcontractor(s ) wi l l  
be responsible for submitt ing a l i s t of MSDS on the job. Gravel Pit  Solar 
shall post a composite MSDS list on the central job board in the on-site 
Gravel Pit Solar office or the Site Safety Binder. 

• All  personnel wil l  be required to fol low the Gravel P it  Solar Two Person 
Rule as outl ined in the policy.  

5.2 Site Security/Visitors & Vendors 

All  vis i tors to the Gravel Pi t Solar Project s i te shal l  enter and exi t through 
the securi ty gate(s ) and must be signed in and out by authorized 
personnel.  

5.3 Spill Prevention 

The fol lowing general requirements for any hazardous substances stored or used at 
th is faci l ity .  

General Requirements: 
• Ensure all hazardous substances are properly labeled and t ightly sealed.  
• Maintain and review Safety Data Sheet for hazardous materials.  
• Store, dispense,  and/or use hazardous substances in a way that prevents 

releases.  
• Provide secondary containment when stor ing hazardous substances in bulk 

quantit ies (~55 g).  
• Maintain good housekeeping practices for all  chemical materials at the 
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facil i ty .  

5.4 Accident Reporting 
All accidents wil l  be reported to the site’s Lead Technic ian,  the 
Gravel Pit Solar F ield Operations Manager or the EMP as soon as possible 
after i t  occurs.  A complete fol low-up written accident investigation 
report wil l  be submitted to the Site O&M Field Technician,  Gravel Pit 
Solar Field Operations Manager or EMP within 24 hours Accident 
investigations wil l  be handled by each Subcontractor using its own 
internal reporting system. A copy of this report wil l  be submitted to the 
Site Gravel P it Solar Superintendent, Gravel Pit Solar Manager or EMP, 
as described above.  

 
Accident investigat ions involving hazardous materials  or  wastes wil l  be 
handled jointly  by Subcontractor and the Site Gravel P it  Solar F ie ld Technic ian,  
Gravel P it  Solar F ield Operations Manager or EMP. This is to assure the cause of 
the accident is determined and proper precautions are implemented for 
other s imilar act iv ities. The corrective action expected must be relayed to 
other Contractors and Subcontractors.  

 
5.5 Safety Audits/Inspections 

 
Each Contractor(s ) and Subcontractor(s ) are expected to conduct 
reasonable and customary sel f-  audits of  their  operations and promote 
safe work practices.  

 
Each Subcontractor wil l  be required to submit a copy of the job site safety 
inspection or job hazard analysis upon request.  The inspect ion forms shal l  be 
turned into the O&M Field Technic ian.  

 
Gravel  Pit Solar Field Technician Standard – A ful l  s i te walk wil l  be conducted 
during the O&M and Off phase; a ll  systems are to be reviewed based on the 
Gravel Pit Solar commiss ioning check l is t .  A Job Hazard Analysis is  to be 
conducted before any task new begins,  or there is a change in a specif ic 
component, element with season changes.  Al l  JHA documents are to be f i led in 
the Si te F ield Technic ian’s JHA Book and are to remain in the Gravel Pit  Solar 
job vehicle at al l t imes. 

 
 

5.6 Tailgate/Toolbox Training 
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Each Subcontractor,  Module Washer and Landscaper is  expected to attend 
Gravel Pit Solar Site Safety Meeting or/and conduct their  own Weekly 
Site Safety Meetings for their contractors . A copy of the meeting 
records,  which enumerates the content of the meeting along with the 
attendance roster, shall  be turned into the Site Gravel Pit  Solar Field 
Technician.  

 

Gravel  Pit Solar Field Technician Standard – Gravel P i t Solar conducts bimonthly 
Gravel Pi t Solar meetings dur ing which t ime Gravel Pi t Solar safety updates,  
safety condit ions at each s ite,  PPE and safety issues are reviewed. Gravel Pi t Solar 
conducts a mandatory annual al l -staff Gravel  Pit  Solar Team Safety Training 
Review each year.  ALL Gravel  Pi t Solar F ie ld Technicians must be OSHA 30 
certif ied. Many Gravel Pit  Solar staff have extensive supplementary safety 
training and Construct ion Safety tra in ing that is  required before they are assigned 
to the Gravel Pi t Solar job site.  

 

5.7 Noise 
 

Noise exposures may be expected when working near or operating 
machinery and equipment (e.g. ,  graders,  backhoes and generators ) .  

 
I f  noise levels cannot be control led,  the Gravel Pi t Solar F ield Technician shal l 
be notif ied, and the work may be temporarily suspended unti l suitable 
controls can be implemented.  

 
Personnel wi l l  be required to wear approved hearing protect ion to maintain 
exposures below 85dBA. 

 
5.8 Sanitation Stations and Drinking Water 

 
The site’s Lead Field Technic ian or responsible Technic ian wil l  be 
responsible for providing sanitat ion stations during module washing,  
landscaping and major repairs requiring a s igni f icant number of s taf f on s i te  
for more than one day. 

 
Each individual Subcontractor is  responsible for providing potable dr inking water 
for  their workers as required by State and Federal OSHA Heat Stress Standards.  

 
Gravel  Pit Solar Field Technician Standard- A minimum of 64 ounces of 
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drinking water in the work vehicles at al l  t imes. During High Heat Warnings a 
minimum of 2 gal lons per worker must be on site at a ll  t imes.  

5.9 First Aid Training and Kits 

Each Subcontractor is  required to provide a minimum of one f irs t aid/CPR trained 
supervisor and f irst aid ki t/suppl ies that meet State and Federal  OSHA Standards.  

 
A central f irst  aid kit wi l l  be designated at the on-site Gravel Pit Solar off ice or 
located inside the s i te storage Conex containers or SCADA cabinet to fac i l i tate 
on-s i te emergency response. Off-si te medical emergency faci l i t ies wil l  be 
posted inside the door of the  SCADA  cabinet. Subcontractors are required to 
advise their contractor(s) of the name, address and telephone number of the 
designated medical facil i ty and the location (SCADA cabinet )  of this 
information on the Project Site.  

 
Gravel Pit  Solar  F ield Technician Standard – Al l  Gravel P it  Solar personnel are 
required to have a f i rst-  aid kit in their work vehicles and a second f irst-aid kit is to 
remain in the SCADA cabinet .  

 

5.10 Fire Protection Plan 

 
Fire extinguishers shall be inspected at the start of the Project and not 
less than once per month thereafter.  Each Contractor or Subcontractor is  
required to have at least one 10-lb. ABC f ire extinguisher properly 
tagged with a current inspection.  A current inspection indicates servic ing 
and/or inspection within the past 12 months.  The fol lowing table 
enumerates the minimum f ire protection necessary per item and activity. 
These minimum standards are required for every Subcontractor working 
on the Project.

Stored oxygen and acety lene shal l  be stored separately,  a minimum of 20 feet or 
separated by a wal l not less than 5 feet in height. Cylinders wi l l  be stored with caps on 
tight.  
 
Should a Gravel P i t Solar Project include burning and/or welding, a l l  burning, and 
welding operations wil l  provide a f ire watch person, burning blankets and a f ire 
ext inguisher to protect adjacent areas.  

 
Gravel Pit  Solar  Field Technician Standard - Al l Gravel Pit Solar personnel 
are required to have one 2.0-lb. ABC f ire ext inguisher in their  work 
vehicle and a second2.0-lb. ABC f ire extinguisher hung on the wall just 
inside the door to the SCADA cabinet.  Fire extinguisher gages should 
be checked monthly and replaced as needed. 

5.10  Excavation and Trenching (Not applicable for Gravel Pit Solar activities, 
included for Subcontractor activities required for Solar Plant major 
repairs) 

 
A competent trained person wil l  be responsible for supervis ing excavations, dri l l ing, 
and trenching. Type A,  B, C soils wil l  be checked dai ly by a certif ied person to 
determine the minimum type and level of protection necessary. Soi l inspections shal l  
be checked and documented dai ly  by a certi f ied person for the duration of the soi l 
excavation. Objects shall  not be stored within 2 feet of the edge of al l 
excavations.  

 
5.11 Fall Protection (Not applicable for Gravel Pit Solar activities, 

included for Subcontractor activities required for Solar Plant 
major repairs) 

 
All  contractors shal l  wear a ful l  body harness and double shock-absorbing lanyard 
system anytime a worker is required to disconnect and reconnect to travel 
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around an obstacle. At no t ime will  a worker be totally “unhooked”. 
 
Fall protection shall be provided on al l f ixed elevated surfaces above 6 feet for all  
trades. The 6-foot fal l protection rule does not pertain to ladders and scaffolding as 
long as they are used within OSHA standards.  
 
Subcontractors that work from temporary elevated surface heights of 6 feet or more 
will  be required to provide a written fall protection plan. Said plan shall  be submitted 
and approved prior to Subcontractor start ing any work with a fal l r isk. 

 
5.12 Confined Space Entry Requirements (Not applicable for Gravel Pit 

Solar activities, included for Subcontractor activities required for 
Solar Plant major repairs) 

 
Confined space work requiring an entry permit shal l be performed only under the 
supervis ion of a competent trained person.  Only trained and authorized Contractors 
shal l  be al lowed to enter the confined space.  A Confined Space Entry Permit is  avai lable 
from the Contractor.  Subcontractors may also use any equivalent permit.  

 
5.13 Housekeeping 

 
Regular housekeeping is a  part of th is job safety plan with special  emphasis on 
keeping pathways and walkways clean and free of debris .  

 
Gravel Pit  Solar  F ield Technician Standard - Al l  pathways and walkways must 
be c lear and free of debr is .  SCADA cabinet and Conex containers ,  doorways ,  
and interiors should be kept clean and free of debris.  

  5.13 Electrical 

Please see Section 5.17 for Lockout/Tagout Procedures (LOTO) 
All temporary power sources wil l  be provided with Ground Fault Circuit 
Interrupters (GFCI) ,  and all  cords,  plugs and receptacles shall be checked for 
damage dai ly .  Testing of the ground and label ing of the cords wi l l  be performed as 
needed or at least monthly. Remove any damaged equipment from use and tag 
out of service unti l repaired.  

 
Tools  and equipment shal l  be routinely inspected for f rayed cords,  loose wires and 
plugs and should be tested before use.  

 
Gravel  Pit Solar Field Technician Standard - In addition to the policy and 
procedures l i s t above, also refer to the attached SOP for Control of Hazardous 
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Energy and Gravel  Pi t Solar Power Generation System Test ing Procedures and 
always conduct a JHA. These attachments further outl ine safe electr ical work on 
solar plant systems and si te-specif ic  equipment procedures as well  as the 
appropriate PPE for each task.  

 
5.14 Forklifts 

No modif ications or additions that affect the capacity or safe operations of 
the equipment shal l be made without the manufacture’s written 
approval .  Only trained and cert if ied personnel shall be permitted to operate 
forklif ts.  Al l forkl ifts must be inspected dai ly before operations begin.  

 
I f  a load is l ifted by two or more trucks working in unison, the proportion of 
the total load carried by any one truck shall  not exceed its capacity. 

 
Gravel Pit  Solar  F ield Technician Standard – Al l  the standards and regulat ions 
l isted above apply to any forklif t operations. 

5.15 Tools  
Impact tools ,  such as dr if t pins,  wedges and chisels shal l  be kept f ree of mushroomed 
heads.  The wooden handles of tools shal l  be kept free of spl inters or cracks and shal l  
be kept t ight in the tool and be replaced immediately if  defective or damaged. 
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5.16 Lockout / Tag out Procedures (LOTO) 
Before any modif ications,  maintenance,  or  repairs are done on equipment,  tools ,  
or power panels ,  the energy source shal l  be disconnected or turned off  (turn valve, 
pul l fuse, switch breaker) and locked out or blocked out with a padlock, chain or 
both to ensure energy source is locked off .  
Place a tag at the disconnect point,  identi fy ing who you are,  who you work for, and why 
you locked it off .  Never move or remove another person’s tag.  
Be sure to release residual energy ( i .e.  lead l ine grounding circuits) .  
Test equipment or energy source to ensure it wil l  not run. Turn on equipment or test 
circuits to ensure it is disconnected.  
Restore energy safely when you are f inished with your repairs .  Remove lock and tag.  

 
Gravel Pit  Solar  F ield Technician Standards – Al l  standards and 
regulat ions l isted above apply. See attached Lockout/Tagout 
Procedure document.  

 
5.17 Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) 

 
The minimum PPE required inc ludes hard hats ,  sturdy work boots,  shirt  s leeves (no tank 
tops),  long pants, and safety glasses Z87 are to be worn at al l  t imes.  
Goggles,  and/or face shields shal l be worn as necessary for eye protection. 
 
Respiratory protection shall  be worn, as necessary, to prevent breathing 
harmful concentrations of paint,  welding fumes, concrete and sheet rock dust,  vapors,  
etc.  
 
Gravel  Pit Solar Field Technician Standards - In addit ion to hard hats ,  work boots non- 
steel toe and safety glass Z87 list above,  additional task specif ic PPE 
requirements are as fo l lows:  Class 00-1000Volt Rated Electric Work Gloves ,  1000Volt 
Rated Face Shields,  Level 4/40Cal Arc F lash Suits ,  Class 1/12CAL Arc Flash Suits,  class 4- 
12000 Volt rated electrical gloves.  
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5.18 Hot Work 
 

Subcontractors performing Hot Work such as welding, cutting, brazing,  soldering,  and 
grinding are exposed to the r isk of  f i res from ignit ion of f lammable or 
combustible materia ls in the space,  and from leaks of f lammable gas into the space, 
from Hot Work equipment.  
 
Al l Hot Work performed by any person will  require a JHA and written plan review and 
approval by the Gravel Pit Solar F ield Technician prior to the start of the job.  
 
A Hot Work permit wil l  be required for any work activ ity performed in an 
enclosed environment,  including but not l imited to inside a cabinet or a confined 
space, that generates sparks, open flames or creates in any way a potential  f i re hazard.   
 
See Section 6.3 for required fire safety precautions during Hot Work. 

 
 

6.0 CONTINGENCY AND EMERGENCY RESPONSE PROCEDURES 
 

6.1 Site Evacuation Plan / Assembly Area 
Site evacuation procedures are required as part of an emergency response plan. Upon 
the plant/site handover to the Gravel Pit  Solar staff ,  every job site wil l  be evaluated 
for a safe corridor for escape and assembly .  Most site assembly areas wil l  be located 
outside of the main access gate. Examples of emergencies requiring a site evacuation 
include:  
Equipment f ire or explosion.  
Explosion from underground pocket of f lammable/combustible gases.  
Inclement weather.  
Toxic  gas/vapor release from subsurface pocket of gases or containers .  
Cave-in from excavated trenching.  
 
During any construction work,  evacuat ion routes are establ ished upwind and a cross 
from the direction of wind flow as determined by either a windsock or other visual 
means of determining ai r movement.  In the event of an evacuation signal ,  every worker 
is  required to cease operations ,  note the wind pattern and move in a cross and upwind 
direct ion to the designated assembly point .  

See the attached Emergency Assembly Map for this site-specific assembly 
point.  

6.2 Response to Release of Hazardous Materials/Wastes 
Gravel Pi t Solar s ites  are equipped with spi l l  ki ts to handle the 
containment and c lean- up of minor spil ls .  For spi l ls over 25 gal lons,

technic ians should attempt to stop the leak ( if  possible) ,  and contain 
the spil l  then contact a Lead Field technic ian immediately.  The Lead 
Fie ld Technic ian shal l  evaluate the extent of the spi l l  and determine if  
the local Spi l l  Remediation Contractor needs to be cal led in for clean-
up. Noti f icat ions to the National Response Center (NRC) and State 
Environmental agency might be required as outl ined in the s ite’s Spi l l  
Prevention and Response P lan.  Any notif ication to a government 
agency requires fol low-up notif icat ion to the owner and Gravel 
Pit Solar’s  Compliance Department.  

 
6.3 Fire – See Section 5.9 Fire Protection Plan for Fire Extinguisher 

Requirements 

Alert and immediately evacuate personnel away from the immediate 
area. Noti fy Si te Gravel Pi t Solar f ield Technician,  Gravel P it  Solar F ie ld 
Operat ions Manager or EMP regarding any size f i re that occurs  on the 
Project Si te.  If  necessary, Gravel Pit Solar Staff or Management will  
notify the Fire Department by calling 911 and/or the local Fire 
Department. 

 
For small  f ires, a f ire that can be control led with one 2.5 lb. f ire 
ext inguisher, contain and extinguish the f ire as quickly as 
possible. For larger f ires,  immediately evacuate the affected area and 
gather in the designated assembly area outside of gate access 
locations.  

6.4 Explosions 

Following an explosion, immediately survey the affected area for 
injured workers.  I f  the area is safe to enter, move the injured to a safe 
distance. Injured workers wi l l  be transported to the nearest 
emergency medical facil i ty .  

 
Once in jured workers have been moved, immediately evacuate the affected 
area and gather in the designated assembly area outs ide of the gate access 
location. I f  a f i re develops,  fo l low emergency procedures for f i re control 
and evacuat ion, as described above.  
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6.5 Accidents 
All  acc idents/incidents shal l  be reported to the Gravel P i t Solar  Lead 
Fie ld Technic ian,  Gravel Pi t Solar Field Operations Manager or the EMP 
immediately for invest igat ion and fol low- up. An incident written 
incident report shal l be submitted to the Site Gravel Pit Solar F ield 
Technic ian and EMP within 24 hours.  For acc idents involving personal 
injury,  immediately apply appropriate f irst aid and transport the 
injured party to the des ignated medical fac i l i ty .  Never al low the 
injured contractor to transport them. The Si te Gravel Pi t Solar Field 
Technic ian (OSHA30 tra ined) wil l  summons emergency medical  
response for injuries requir ing emergency medical assistance 
and ambulance transport.  

 
6.6 Vehicle Accidents 

 
Stop the vehicle as soon as safely poss ible.  Assess the damage to the 
vehic le and col lateral damage to equipment other objects .  I f  injur ies 
are sustained,  fo l low the accident procedures above. Report a l l  
vehic le accidents to the S ite Gravel P i t Solar F ie ld Technician Gravel 
Pit Solar F ield Operations Manager or EMP immediately.  
The attached Vehic le Accident Report must be f i l led out and submitted 
to the Si te Gravel Pit Solar F ield Technician and EMP. 

 
6.7 Equipment Failure or Power Outage 

Turn off  equipment or power. Assess damage and notify the Site 
Gravel P it Solar F ield Technic ian or Gravel P it Solar Fie ld Operations 
Manager.  Wait for further instructions from Site Gravel P it  Solar Field 
Technician, Gravel Pit  Solar F ield Operations Manager.  

 
6.8 Natural Disaster/Earthquake Checklist 

1. Shut down al l operations/equipment in a safe effective manner 
2. Check all personnel for injury and follow appropriate procedures 
3. Inspect a l l  fuel/oi l/wastewater tankage and/or containment 

structures for s igns of leakage or damage 
4. Inspect al l  operat ional  units for  proper operations made, and 

manually check to insure a l l  automatic and alarmed features 
are working properly 

5. Inspect all piping, values, and f ixed pumping units for damage 
6. Re-inspect electrical  circuits and power supplies for damage 
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7. Report to assembly point and wait further instructions 
 

6.9 Exposure Assessment 

Subcontractors wil l  become familiar  with the potential  hazards on the 
job, as described in th is EMP. They wi l l  t rain,  manage and provide 
appropriate measures to protect their contractors. Each Subcontractor 
shall  provide appropriate tools,  ( i .e. ,  PPE,  equipment,  environmental 
exposure monitors) to assess and assure that its  contractors are 
working in a safe area and manner.\  Liaison, Notif ication 
Requirement for Incidents, Accidents and Injuries 

 
Should any of the events l i s ted above occur ,  the Gravel Pi t Solar Field 
Technic ian,  Gravel P i t Solar Field Operat ions Manager,  and the EMP shal l  be 
contacted immediately.  The EMP wi l l  ass is t Subcontractors in the issuance 
and preparation of  a wri tten report to the Gravel Pit Solar Field 
Operations Manager within 24 hours.  

 
Gravel Pit Solar,  Inc.  Management and the EMP will  determine 
the appropriate reporting and notif ication procedures involving 
noti f ication and fol low up to local authorities .
