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PETITION NO. 465 - TransÉnergie U.S. Ltd. petition for a declaratory ruling that no Certificate of Environmental Compatibility and Public Need (Certificate) is required for the construction, maintenance, and operation of an electric substation and interconnection facility located adjacent to the East Shore Substation and the New Haven Harbor Generating Facility, One Waterfront Street, New Haven, Connecticut
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Pursuant to Connecticut General Statutes (CGS) §16-50k and Section 16-50j-39 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies, TransÉnergie, U.S. Ltd., (TransÉ) filed with the Council a petition for a declaratory ruling that the construction, maintenance, and operation of an electric substation and interconnection facility located at One Waterfront Street, New Haven, Connecticut, would not have a substantial adverse environmental effect, and that no Certificate of Environmental Compatibility and Public Need would be required. 

The standard that the Council must use in deciding this petition is whether the proposed project would have a substantial adverse environmental effect.  This is a subjective standard that the Council carefully considers for the protection of both the environment and the public.  The purpose of the proposed converter substation and electrical interconnection would have been to support TransÉ's proposed high-voltage direct current electric transmission cable system.  However, pursuant to the Council's decision in Docket 197 to deny TransÉ's application for the cable system, we find that this petition for declaratory ruling is moot.
