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On January 17, 2001, Dr. William H. Smith of the Connecticut Siting Council (Council) and Robert K. Erling of the Council staff met Theresa Viele of Springwich Cellular Limited Partnership (Springwich) for a field review in Old Saybrook Connecticut.  Springwich is petitioning the Council for a declaratory ruling that the proposed addition of its antennas to the top of a 190-foot CL&P lattice structure tower would not have a substantial adverse environmental effect.  The addition of the proposed antennas would not change the height of the CL&P structure, extend the site boundaries, increase noise levels at the site boundaries by six decibels or more, or increase the total radio frequency power density levels at the site boundaries to or above state or federal standards.  However, since this tower holds an electric distribution line, rather than a transmission line, Springwich may have regulatory obligations with the Town of Old Saybrook, Connecticut.
