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On June 1, 2001, Connecticut Siting Council (Council) member Edward S. Wilensky and Council staff Christina Lepage met Wisvest-Connecticut, LLC (Wisvest) representative Robert Silvestri to review this petition.  Wisvest is petitioning the Council for a declaratory ruling that no Certificate of Environmental Compatibility and Public Need would be required for the proposed modifications to the Bridgeport Harbor Station, Bridgeport, Connecticut.

Wisvest proposes to relocate two existing buildings at Bridgeport Harbor Station to new locations at the Station.  Wisvest conveyed a 1.13-acre parcel of Station property to Bridgeport Port Authority (BPA).  The parcel currently contains two buildings, identified as Building 57 and Building 58.  Building 57 is a 662-square foot one-story concrete building used as a fire protection systems building.  Building 58 is a 176 square foot one-story pre-fabricated building used for short-term storage of hazardous waste.  Building 58 is used to store 55-gallon drums for a period of 90-days or less.  

Wisvest plans to demolish Building 57 and construct a new building at the Bridgeport Harbor Station.  Building 58 will be physically moved to a new location.  BPA has agreed to undertake any environmental remediation and monitoring on the Parcel that may be required.  Wisvest contends that the new locations of the buildings are the most feasible and will not interfere with Station operations.

The new locations of the buildings will not be in tidal wetlands, inland wetlands or other sensitive areas.  The proposed project will not impact endangered or threatened species habitat or historic areas.  Both the existing and new locations are within the 100-year flood-plain.  Wisvest will obtain all required local approvals.

Wisvest submits that the relocation of these two buildings does not require a Certificate from the Council because the proposal does not constitute as a modification of a facility.  Wisvest believes that the relocation of the buildings is not a significant change or alteration of the facility.  Wisvest also states that the relocation will not have a substantial adverse environmental effect.     
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
