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On November 12, 2010, ASML Lithography (ASML) filed a petition for a declaratory ruling that no Certificate of Environmental Compatibility and Public Need is required for the proposed installation of a 1.9 MW Cogeneration system to be installed at the ASML facility located at 77 Danbury Road in Wilton, Connecticut.  ASML seeks a declaratory ruling that the project is exempt from Siting Council jurisdiction under Conn. Gen. Stat. §16-50i(a)(3).   

Specifically, the proposed system installation consists of 1.9 megawatt natural gas-fueled internal combustion cogeneration unit located within a 44-foot long by 16-foot wide by 12-foot tall enclosure on a concrete pad on the northern side of the facility.  A utility trench would be installed to connect the unit to the ASML building. The ASML building is an approximately 250,000 square foot building used for manufacturing. 

Under Conn. Gen. Stat. §16-50i(a)(3), the Council does not have jurisdiction over an electric generating facility that is (1) owned or operated by a private power producer; (2) a facility determined by the Council to be primarily for a producer’s own use; and (3) in the case of a facility utilizing cogeneration technology, has a generating capacity of 25 MW or less.

ASML will be the owner and the user of the entire output of the cogeneration system.  The proposed system installation will provide approximately 65% of the annual electrical power requirements for the ASML facility. ASML received a capital grant pursuant to the decision in DPUC Docket No. 08-08-44 as a customer-side distributed generation resource.
