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1. Approval of Proposed December 22, 2010 Minutes - Ken Spelke made the motion to approve the minutes and Dr. Wendy Chang seconded the motion.  The motion passed without objection.
2. DCJ - Exception To Standard For MS Office – John Vittner reviewed the overall architectural standard exception process.  Dean Myshrall presented the recommendation of the Domain Team and the Interim CIO Richard Bailey that the exception be granted.  Dean said that DCJ wanted to use SharePoint tools and other tools, available in only MS Office Professional Plus, not Access.  Dan Sears made the motion to approve the exception and Ken Spelke seconded the motion.  The motion passed without objection.
3. DCJ - Exception To Standards For Storage Area Network (SAN) – John Vittner presented the recommendation of the Domain Team and the Interim CIO Richard Bailey that the exception be granted to DCJ for the HP left hand SAN.  He said that there were a series of meetings to make sure they were discussing apples to apples and that there the standard, EMC, had a ten-fold higher price. HP will meet the needs for substantially less.
DCJ will manage and house the environment themselves, with no additional cost for DOIT.  Wendy said that the left hand SAN was an excellent product.  Ken Spelke made the motion to approve the exception and Dr. Wendy Chang seconded the motion.  The motion passed without objection.
4. DCJ - Exception To Standards For Server – John Vittner stated that the recommendation of the Domain Team and the Interim CIO Richard Bailey that the exception be granted to DCJ for the HP servers.  Small purchases of HP servers for mostly HP shops had been added to the architectural standards by the Executive Steering Committee in December 2010.  Wendy asked if Dell was still the preferred standard and John answered that it was.  Leon Rippel made the motion to approve the exception and Ken Spelke seconded the motion.  The motion passed without objection.
5. DMV – Exception To Standards for Python Scripting Language – Dean Myshrall said that the recommendation of the Domain Team and the Interim CIO Richard Bailey was that the exception be granted to DMV for Python Scripting Language.  He said that it was would only be on ruggedized tablets for the Commercial Driving License (CDL) and off-site testing and that it was a well supported open source language.  Dan Sears made the motion to approve the exception and Ken Spelke seconded the motion.  The motion passed without objection.
6. DMV - Exception To Standards For SQL Server Express - Dean Myshrall said that the recommendation of the Domain Team and the Interim CIO Richard Bailey was that the exception be granted to DMV for SQL Server Express.  As it is with the previous exception, the exception would only be on ruggedized tablets for the Commercial Driving License (CDL) and off-site testing.  The vendor used SQL Express with Python Scripting Language. The testing data will be sent to a centralized server.  The data does not stay on the laptop.  Dan Sears made the motion to approve the exception and Leon Rippel seconded the motion.  The motion passed without objection.
7. DOC - Exception To Standards For Stoneware Portal - DOC had specific needs and cost restraints.  SharePoint would not meet all business requirements for the Board of Pardons and Parole.  Dan Sears stated that the applications and data that DOC will be sharing is confidential and needs to be secluded from the enterprise portal. The private cloud approach provided by the Stoneware product satisfies this requirement. Wendy asked what difference would this make.  Leon stated that the ease of use and cost was a factor.  DOC did a lot of research. The vendor had provided good service and was cost effective on a case by case basis.  John said that for the whole state, SharePoint was the answer.  Ken Spelke made the motion to approve the exception and Dan Sears seconded the motion.  The motion passed without objection.
