On 9/14/15 appellant requested 

postponement pending ZEO’s decision.  

Correspondence from David Waskowicz, Chairman, State of Connecticut Fire 

Protection Sprinkler Systems Work Examining Board. Letter was read into the 

record. A discussion was held regarding NFPA 13, life safety systems, structural 

protection, impediments of licensing, and legal ramifications of code changes.

0263-14 re Sandy Hook School, Building 2, 12 Dickinson Drive, Newtown, CT.  

Appeal panel was not set.  On 10/8/14 appellant requested appeal be tabled until the 

November meeting. On 12/10/14 appellant requested this appeal be postponed 

until a draft determination is made by the Codes Amendment Subcommittee re 

what parts of Chapter 10 (Fire Code and Building Code) will be recommended 

for approval.  Reason for modification denial stated in part that, “C&S had not 

addressed that section of the code yet.”  Hold on agenda. 

 

b. A-6-15.  Appeal from John Casey, Esq. re New London Building Official’s 

decision re New London Harbor Lighthouse, Pequot Avenue, New London, CT.  

Panel consists of Henry Miga, Chair; Carlton Smith and Louis Free.  Fred Wajcs, Jr.
