b. Legislative Proposal will be submitted to Jerry Padula.  Board Member Turri motioned to modify section 20-332of the CT General Statues to shorten the time to take the exam and reapply from 1 year to 6 months.  Board Member Bish 2nd, and the vote carried unanimously.
c. Correspondence from Attorney Clark In the case of B&B Beecher counsel for the respondent is requesting a general settlement overture that would resolve all outstanding claims between Stephen Beecher/B&B Electrical and the state.
a. Beecher and B&B would provide a general release to all state officials and agencies, including all claims that have been asserted in the pending lawsuit in the federal district court.

b. Beecher gets his E-1 license back in some amount of time and/or is permitted to apply for reinstatement ( he proposed 90 days).
c. Beecher and B&B pay some amount of money.  He proposed Ten Thousand ($10,000.) as the high end of the range. His civil penalties are Two Million ($200,000.000.).

d. Both the appeal of the Board’s administrative decision (the trial court has affirmed the Board’s decision and Beecher and B&B have now appealed to the state appellate court) and the federal lawsuit.
