Board Member Kenneth Leech made a motion to deny this request, because CT does not have reciprocity with other states for continuing education.  Board Member Douglas Reid seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

New Business: 

1. Board Chairman Laurence Vallieres and Board Member Roger Johnson met with Commissioner Edwin Rodriguez to discuss education providers who appear to have a conflict of interest and wish to offer a continuing education school.  The Commissioner stated that in one instance he received a letter from a town attorney who did not see a conflict of interest in having a town employee offer a continuing education school.  Further, if the Board continues to see this as a problem, they must make a regulatory change.

Board Chairman Laurence Vallieres and Board Member Roger Johnson discussed with Commissioner Rodriguez the increase in backlogged cases.  Commissioner Rodriguez recommended the possibility of a board member stepping down to review and rate each case in order of importance and/or age and make recommendations to the board; however, if a case comes before the Board, the board member who reviewed the case must recuse himself/herself.

Board Member Michael Muthersbaugh commented that he found a number of V7 licensees that allegedly did not fulfill the required 2000 hours of apprenticeship training.  Board Chairman Laurence Vallieres asked that Board Member Muthersbaugh submit to Director Richard Hurlburt the names of those he suspects as not fulfilling the requirement.  Director Hurlburt stated that it is not in the regulation that 2000 hours of apprenticeship training is a requirement, it is a department policy that is written on the department application.  To make this policy a requirement for the industry, Director Hurlburt recommended that Chapter 394 undergo a regulation change.

Board Member Douglas Reid thanked electrical contractor Robert Tworkowski for the submission of S.B. No. 198 (Raised) and S.B. No. 927 (Raised) for the subcommittee to review when deliberating changes to CGS Chapters 393 and 394.

“Ultimate Authority to Negotiate Settlement”


Board Chairman Laurence Vallieres addressed the Board stating that he was contacted by Assistant Attorney General Raul Rodriquez that someone on the Board must be designated to be the ultimate authority to negotiate a Settlement Agreement in the matter of Carl Miele, who appealed the Board’s current decision to superior court.


Board Member Michael Muthersbaugh made a motion to designate Board Chairman Laurence Vallieres as the ultimate authority to negotiate a Settlement Agreement in the matter of Carl Miele.  Board Member Ronald Bish seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Board Chairman Vallieres commented to the Board that whatever is decided must come back to the Board for a final decision and that he will do what he can to negotiate something close to the terms in the Final Decision and Order.

Continuing Education joint meeting between the Electrical and Plumbing Boards


Board Chairman Laurence Vallieres expressed to Director Richard Hurlburt that the Board did not receive a copy of the joint electrical/plumbing continuing education meeting from January.  Director Hurlburt replied that the Plumbing Board secretary, Nelson Leon, was assigned to work on the Minutes.  Chairman Vallieres asked when the next meeting will be held, because he understood that the next meeting would be scheduled for this month.  Director Hurlburt replied that the next meeting is being held off intentionally until we know the outcome of what the General Law Committee will do.
