MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS

The Board voted unanimously to approve minutes of the September 27, 2005 Fire Protection Sprinkler Systems Work Examining Board meeting with amendments to page-1 reflecting one public member vacancy, page-1 reflecting under “COMMENTS FROM PUBLIC PRESENT TODAY”

Vincent F. Cannistraro, Watertown, CT – (F-1) Unlimited Contractor Application – Denied 

The Board voted unanimously to deny Mr. Cannistraro’s application due to lack of a required 

(F-2) Unlimited Journeyperson license for a minimum of two years.  

Sergio Caracoglia, Middletown, CT – (F-1) Unlimited Contractor Application – Tabled  
Mr. Caracoglia sent in $150.00 to renew both his (P-1) Unlimited Plumbing Contractor license and his (F-1) Fire Protection Contractor license in 2000. Each license was to be renewed for a fee of $75.00. However, DCP applied $75.00 toward his Plumbing license and refunded the remaining $75.00, rather than applying it toward his Fire Protection license. As a result, Mr. Caracoglia’s Fire Protection license lapsed on 10/31/2000. Mr. Caracoglia is requesting the Board to allow him to reinstate his Fire Protection license by paying his back fees. 
The Board voted unanimously to reinstate Mr. Caracoglia’s license with the collection of late fees, contingent upon clarification with the Attorney General’s office regarding this matter.

The Board voted unanimously to deny Mr. Rudshteyn’s application due to lack of required occupational and school related instructional experience.

The Board voted unanimously to deny Mr. Lavoie’s application due to lack of a required 

(F-4) Limited Journeyperson license for a minimum of two years and lack of a required

“Letter of Apprenticeship Completion”.
RECONSIDERATION OF PREVIOUSLY SUBMITTED APPLICATIONS

Albert W. Swallow, Coventry, CT – (F-2) Unlimited Journeyperson Application – Approved
The Board denied Mr. Swallow’s application at their 5/24/05, 7/26/05 and 9/27/05 meeting due to 

non-completion of an approved bona fide Fire Protection Sprinkler Work apprenticeship training program. Mr. Swallow has requested to appear before the Board at their 7/26/05 meeting to expand on his occupational and school related instructional experience and was a no-show. After further review of Mr. Swallow’s application at the 7/26/05 meeting, the Board voted unanimously to deny his application due to non-completion of an approved bona fide Fire Protection Sprinkler Work apprenticeship training program. The Board also voted unanimously at their 7/26/05 meeting to refer Mr. Swallow’s application to DCP Trade Practice Division for investigation as well as to the Department of Labor for wage enforcement issues. The Board further suggested that DCP have an inspector visit Crest Mechanical, who employs Mr. Swallow, concerning his employment with them and being unlicensed, as well as their hiring and apprentices registration practices. At the Board’s 9/27/05 meeting, the Board reviewed 
Mr. Swallow’s application and voted unanimously to deny his application due to non-completion of an approved bona fide Fire Protection Sprinkler Work apprenticeship training program, and further informed Mr. Swallow to re-submit his application with a “Letter of Apprenticeship Completion” certificate, reflecting completion of a bona fide Fire Protection Sprinkler Work apprenticeship training program for the Board to review for compliance purposes. Mr. Swallow is re-submitting his application for reconsideration with additional correspondence for the Board to review and consider.

After further review of Mr. Swallow’s application , the Board voted unanimously to approve his application.

NEW BUSINESS

1. The Board unanimously concluded that Formal Administrative Hearing continuance requests 
go to Richard Hurlburt who will communicate with the Board Chairman for approval.
2. The Board discussed the “Statutory Apprentice” language which reflects that any person completing the required apprentice training program for a journeyman's license under 
Section 20-334a shall, within thirty days following such completion, apply for a licensure examination given by the department. If an applicant does not pass such licensure examination, the commissioner shall provide each failed applicant with information on how to retake the examination and a report describing the applicant's strengths and weaknesses in such examination. The applicant may take up to two additional examinations during the one-year period commencing on the date of such applicant's first examination application, provided, if the applicant does not pass such applicant's third examination the applicant may not be examined again until one year after the date of such third examination. Any apprentice permit issued under Section 20-334a to an applicant who fails three licensure examinations in any one-year period shall remain in effect if such applicant applies for and takes the first licensure examination given by the department following the one-year period from the date of such applicant's third and last unsuccessful licensure examination. Otherwise, such permit shall be revoked as of the date of the first examination given by the department following expiration of such one-year period.
