Sengistix and Dungarvin Presentation


Sandy Henry has supported people with disabilities in the community for over 30 years.  She has been in roles of Live-In to Administrator.  In 2007 Ms. Henry was the primary author of a pilot to demonstrate the use of technology in enabling people with disabilities to achieve greater independence.  This ultimately resulted in the creation of Sengistix, as the pilot demonstrated the benefits of using sensor based technology, but also revealed a need for greater expertise in community based disability services to maximize the benefits of the technology.


Today Ms. Henry’s focus is assisting caregivers (professional and natural supports) to assess needs/benefits of technology use and in implementing the use of technology in a manner that is successful in meeting individual and caregiver goals.


Hannah Jurewicz joined Dungarvin in the position of Senior Director in 2008 to build the agency and its services as a new provider in CT. Prior to that, Ms. Jurewicz served as director with other nonprofit agencies. She began her career in New York, with NYU Medical Center, Rusk Institute, with acquired brain injury in areas of research, assessment, counseling, and teaching.


Ms. Jurewicz has published books in rehabilitation research and self-help industries. Her most recent publication, “Supported Sobriety: Recovery Program for Living” focused on providing person-centered, co-occurring, recovery-oriented supports with individuals with intellectual disabilities, mental health and addiction disorders.


Ms. Jurewicz is a Licensed Professional Counselor, Certified Co-occurring Disorders Professional-Diplomat, graduate of University of Rochester, and received two Masters Degrees in Developmental Psychology and Counseling Psychology from Columbia University.
