For individuals with disabilities adaptive software may help them use a computer. 

Individuals on any of the 5 Connecticut Medicaid Waiver programs: CT Home Care Program for Elders, Personal Care Assistance Waiver, Acquired Brain Injury Waiver, Katie Beckett Waiver, Department of Developmental Services Waiver (including individuals on Medicaid Waiver waiting lists) may be eligible for a free computer (with adaptive software if needed) through a new program by the Southern CT State University’s Center for Adaptive Technology in partnership with the Connecticut Tech Act Project.
