Medical Certifications for drivers involved in only intrastate commerce who are non-CDL Public Passenger Endorsement (PPE) holders and/or Driving School Instructors
As of May 21, 2014, federal law requires the following to have their medical examinations performed by a certified medical provider listed on the National Registry of Certified Medical Examiners: 1) Commercial Driver’s License (CDL) holders; 2) Commercial Driver’s License Permit holders; and 3) Interstate operators of vehicles that weigh over 10,000 pounds or are designed or used to transport more than eight passengers (including the driver) for compensation. Connecticut law extends certain federal CDL requirements to non-CDL PPE holders who are not included in the above three categories.  As a result, both CDL and non-CDL PPE holders use the same medical examination form (R-323).

The new National Registry requirement has caused some confusion regarding the medical examination requirements for non-CDL PPE holders and non-CDL Driving School Instructors, prompting this notification.

CT DMV has adopted the following temporary procedure:

Drivers involved in only intrastate commerce who have a non-CDL PPE and/or non-CDL Driving School Instructors may continue to get their medical certifications from medical examiners regardless of participation in the National Registry through December 31, 2014.    
Any medical examination forms dated on or after January 1, 2015, must be signed by a certified medical provider registered through the U.S. Department of Transportation and listed on the National Registry of Certified Medical Examiners. Attached for your convenience is a flyer that may be attached to the physical forms (R-323) for physicals performed prior to the deadline of January 1, 2015, indicating that any medical provider may sign the R-323 for these non-CDL categories of drivers.
