HARTFORD - Agriculture Commissioner Steven K.
Reviczky marked National Farmers’ Market Week on
Tuesday by visiting Connecticut’s first-ever market, es-
tablished at the historic Old State House nearly four
centuries ago.

As customers from surrounding office buildings and
neighborhoods browsed growers and vendors set up
on the building’s brick plaza, Reviczky noted that the

Connecticut has led New England in the growth of
new farms in recent years, and agriculture contrib-
utes about $3.5 billion into Connecticut's economy
and represents about 28,000 jobs.

cially here in downtown Hartford.”
In his proclamation declaring Aug.
6-12 as National Farmers Market
Week, U.S. Secretary of Agriculture
Sonny Perdue said the 18th annual
celebration supports producers by
encouraging customers to buy at
their local farmers’ market.
Farmers’ markets and other agri-
cultural direct-marketing outlets
contribute approximately $9 billion
each year to the U.S. economy, he
said, and “serve as significant out-
lets by which small-to-medium, new
