State of Connecticut DRAFT Phase I Application

The State of Connecticut Department of Housing sought public comment and held PUBLIC HEARINGS
on the DRAFT CDBG-DR National Disaster Resilience Competition Phase I Application.

A fifteen (15) day comment period on the State of Connecticut’s DRAFT Phase I application to the
National Disaster Resilience Competition (NDRC) began on Tuesday, February 17", 2015 and ended on
Wednesday March 4, 2015. In addition, PUBLIC HEARINGS were held to discuss the State of
Connecticut’s DRAFT Phase I application to the National Disaster Resilience Competition (NDRC).

Beginning on February 17, 2015 the DRAFT application was available for review at the Department of
Housing website, www.ct.gov/doh, or to be viewed in person at the Department of Housing.

All State residents were invited to attend the multiple OPEN HOUSES and PUBLIC HEARINGS to
comment on the State of Connecticut DRAFT Phase I application to the National Disaster Resilience
Competition.

through the website. The following is a summary of the comments received and the response to these
comments followed by the full text of comments.
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1) Comments: Outreach to the following organizations and individuals is recommended.

Response: These suggestions are appreciated. Further outreach to the suggested individuals and
organizations will occur during Phase I or II (if selected) of the application process. DECD and the
East Coast Greenway have submitted partnership letters.

2) Comments: It was recommended that the following materials be prepared to facilitate communication.

One page hand out
Information geared to local and State concerns not only the HUD NDRC grant proposal
requirements.

Response: These recommendations are appreciated and materials meeting these needs are being
prepared during Phase I and Phase 2 (if selected) of the application process.

3) Comments: The following comments were received in response to the unmet needs described in the
Phase I draft.

Mitigation of owner-occupied is of a higher cost than listed in draft due to the high cost of raising
homes

West Haven outflow pipe should be included in unmet infrastructure need

New Haven Housing including 200 units behind Dover Beach Park and Quinnapiac Terrace
require fortification

Additional unmet needs were compiled by the Red Cross

Legacy Homeowners need to be served

There is a need for rental assistance

Early assessment tools are critical for future disasters

Rooster River and Horse Tavern River in Bridgeport require bridge improvements and would be
good locations for linear parks.

The greatest unmet need in Connecticut following Sandy is the need to repair public housing in
the 100-year flood plain. Marina Village and PT Barnum are in the worst shape of all of the
housing in the target area.

Include additional information on utilities and infrastructure vulnerabilities.

Leeching fields in areas subject to ground water rise and storms are a potential source of pollution
that should be addressed to protect public health and the environment.

Include the offices and emergency operations center of the South Central Connecticut Regional
Water Authority.
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Response: Recommendations for documenting additional unmet needs are appreciated. Additional
unmet needs will be included in the Phase I or Phase II (if selected) application as evidence and
documentation of unmet needs meeting program requirements becomes available. Additional
outreach to municipalities and housing authorities is underway in order to expand available
information on unmet needs including resiliency requirements. Documented unmet needs identified in
Rebuilding by Design that address some of the comments have been incorporated in the Phase 1
application.

4) Comments: The following sources of relevant information were recommended:

* Mayors in New Jersey talking to Connecticut Mayors

*  Maps should show projected rise not 2012 Army Corps information only

* Urban Waters EPA grant

e Mill River Plan

*  Smart Growth plans for South Windsor, Manchester and Rockwell and the Capitol Region and
other resources for smart growth

* Red Cross Website, Annual Community Heroes Breakfast and Natural Hazards Observer article
Mitigation Generates Savings of Four to One and Enhances Community Resilience

Response: Recommendations for additional sources of information to inform the application process
are appreciated. Available documents are being collected and reviewed during Phase 1. For example
DPH photographs were reviewed, team members attended the Red Cross event, reports were
reviewed and additional maps as recommended will be available on the Connecticut NDRC website.
The suggestion for conversations with Mayors will be shared with participating Mayors during Phase
II (if selected).

5) Comments: The following requested Partnership and/or other participation in the application:

* Red Cross

* CT Rises

* City of Bridgeport

* Residents of Public Housing (want a seat at the table throughout the Phase 2 planning process)

Response: Recommendations for NDRC application participation are appreciated. The NRDC team
will reach out to the recommended participants during Phase I or Phase II (if selected) to explore
opportunities for participation. The Red Cross and CT Rises parent organization the Housing
Development Fund have submitted partnership letters. The process for engaging municipal partners
will be a component of Phase 2 (if selected).

6) Comments: The following areas were identified as important priorities for the use of possible NDRC
funds.
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Public health — Human health impacts of the development or redevelopment of the communities,
housing and transportation systems should be considered. Health as it relates to temporary
housing after a disaster and mold after flooding should be addressed.

Water — Polluted drinking water after flooding was a concern as was saltwater intrusion into wells
with sea level rise. Lack of power and emergency back up impacted water plants. Need to protect
costal water plants. Vulnerable water facilities should be mapped.

River flooding — Non surge sources — runoff from development in Trumbull

Financing — Some owners do not qualify for the debt to income ratios in the existing Shore Up
program. CDBG was too difficult to navigate for some. Loss of property value following flooding
as found in New Jersey. Some owners are not eligible for West Haven voluntary buy out due to
lack of direct access to qualifying water bodies.

Transportation — Sikorsky Airport is a critical corporate resource. The rail and highway corridors
need to be protected.

Pollution — Many point and non-point sources are vulnerable to storm surge such as the
mothballed power plant in New Haven Harbor. Combined sewer overflows are a concern
especially the West River.

Public housing - CT’s Phase 2 Application for NDRC should focus on rebuilding Marina Village
and PT Barnum as safe resilient homes that meet the residents’ needs.

Bridgeport’s South End Neighborhood

Response: Recommendations for important issues to be considered in developing project proposals
are very much appreciated. These comments will be considered in developing project priorities for
Phase 2 (if selected). The Phase 1 application has been revised to more completely integrate concerns
about public health including water and sewer facility vulnerabilities.

7) Comments: The following questions were asked:

What are long term policies for housing in the flood plain? Is construction in the flood plain being
proposed?

How are needs of the most vulnerable being addressed?

What type of financing products will be offered? How will the Resilience Bank monetize
resiliency?

Will state carbon output be mitigated?

What is being done to address riverine flooding?

How will municipalities get funds? Will Towns be required to provide matches? What will be the
source of local matches for grants? Will Towns be required to bond projects?

What were the categories of previous Connecticut storms?

Consider whether Phase 2 financing should be setting up new financing institutions or conducting
a demonstration.

Response: These questions are appreciated and will inform the development of Phase 2 (if selected)
priorities and program design.

8) Comments: The following examples of desirable solutions were shared:

Relocation of rail in Providence including downtown development
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* Commercial development including bike lanes

* University of Bridgeport Projects including microgrid

* Urban Resilience Initiative with Alex Felson of the Yale UEDLAB

* Gilford’s Coastal adaptation plan outreach and engagement process

* Seaside Village Bioretention Gardens bottom up community-based green infrastructure

Response: The information shared is appreciated. These projects were reviewed and informed Phase
1 revisions and planning for Phase 2 (if selected) program and project design.

9) Comments: The following comments were provided on the character of preferred disaster resilience
solutions:

* Holistic with multiple benefits — including job creation and economic development

* Flooding — address rivers as well as the sound, use rail right of ways and vacant lots including
brownfield for interventions such as fortifications and retention areas

*  Water — provide generators for public water facilities that do not require gasoline delivery

*  Shelters —plan for regional shelters

* Build on Existing Initiatives — such as Rebuild by Design, resilience initiatives in Bridgeport,
align proposal with Towns’ Hazard Mitigation Plans; tie into Bridgeport, Stamford and New
Haven 100 Resilient Cities Application; build financing on Shore Up Connecticut, CT Rises,
Clean Water Fund and Green Bank and microgrids

*  Marry TOD, Smart Growth and Resilience building from rail and highway to link to resilience
corridors and create gateways/ places of exchange

* Fortify urban centers and retreat from and/or naturalize less dense or economically critical areas

* Financing strategy needs to be developed

* Preparedness for flooding, winter storms, hurricanes, wildfires and tornadoes could save 4 dollars
in recovery for every dollar spent

* Link scientific research, modeling, monitoring and assessment into the foundational science

* Integrate green infrastructure, hydraulic management and planning

* State relationship with municipalities to support re-development in areas that support the private
sector

Response: These comments are very much appreciated and will inform Phase 2 (if selected) project
and program design. In addition, where appropriate these concepts including multiple benefits,
building on existing initiatives, financing strategies, linking scientific research, TOD, and green
infrastructure have been emphasized in the Phase I revisions.

10) Comments: The following metrics were recommended:

* Carbon mitigation
* Health Impact Assessment

Response: These suggestions are appreciated and will inform Phase 2 (if selected) project and
program design. Investigation of proposed metrics is underway.
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11) Comments: Comments were provided on strategies for improving the application:

* Include more detail on:
o the vision for development on the resilience corridors
o housing strategies especially for low- and moderate- income residents
o ecosystem solutions
o redevelopment options in and out of the floodplain
* Provide information on:
o Phase 2 selection process
o Phase 2 consultation process
o Location of public housing in the 100 and 500 year flood plains
o Economic benefits of Transit Oriented Development (TOD)
o TOD developments underway in Connecticut
* Tie the needs assessment to the towns’ Natural Hazard Mitigation Plans
* List scientific information necessary for Phase 2
* Reinforce interdisciplinary team
* Address reinsurance implications
* Recommendations for use of language, partner identification and partner capacity were provided

Response: These suggestions are appreciated. The Phase 1 application has been revised to comply
with instructions, include more detail, describe the selection process for Phase 2 and to be easier to
read.
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
