INTRODUCTION

This report presents data on reported motor vehicle traffic accidents that occurred
on Connecticut’s publicly maintained roadways during 2008. The information required to
produce this report was obtained from police accident reports supplied to the Connecticut

Department of Transportation (Department) by investigating police agencies.

Connecticut law requires that in each motor vehicle traffic accident in which any
person is killed or injured or in which damage to the property of any one individual in excess
of $1,000 is sustained, the police officer, agency or individual who investigates the accident
must forward a copy of the completed police accident report to the Department. Before
October 1, 1990, each operator involved in a motor vehicle traffic accident was also required
to file an operator accident report with the Connecticut Department of Motor Vehicles, which
was in turn forwarded to the Department and included in its traffic accident database.
Operators involved in motor vehicle traffic accidents are no longer required to file operator
accident reports. All of the 2008 data included in this report was extracted solely from police

accident reports.

The Department devotes a considerable amount of time and effort in analyzing each
accident report to determine accident dynamics, causal factors and accident location prior to
entering the data into its traffic accident database. The database is constantly updated and

verified in order to ensure its accuracy.

This report documents facts on reported 2008 traffic accidents included in the
Department database. Sections of the report contain statistics on various categories of traffic
accidents. These categories include all reported accidents, reported alcohol involved
accidents, reported tractor-trailer involved accidents, reported pedestrian involved accidents
and reported motorcycle involved accidents. Tables and graphs are used to summarize and

visualize various accident attributes.

This report is published to inform the reader of current traffic accident statistics and
trends. The Department welcomes any comments or suggestions regarding improvement of

the content and structure of this report.



DATA LIMITATIONS

The reader should be aware of certain limitations in the data used to produce this

report. These limitations include the following:

® [ffective with accidents occurring in 1995 and thereafter, investigating police
authorities are required to report accidents with a revised accident report form which
differs significantly from the form used to report accidents prior to 1995. Data
recorded from this form is then converted to the pre-1995 format for the production
of this report. Since some information is lost in the conversion process, the data in
this report may not necessarily reflect the data recorded from the police accident

report form.

® Only motor vehicle traffic accidents that have been reported to the Connecticut
Department of Transportation (Department) are included in this report. Unreported
accidents are not included. These unreported accidents include accidents that did
not meet the minimum criteria for a reportable accident, accidents that the police
did not investigate, and accidents that the police investigated but did not report or
the Department did not receive. Variations in the reported totals contained in this
report may be due to incomplete reporting and may not necessarily reflect the

variations in the actual totals.

® Property damage only accidents that occurred on locally maintained roadways
were not coded for inclusion in the Department traffic accident database for the time
periods from August 1, 1990 to December 31, 1991 and from April 1, 1992 to
December 31, 2006. The reader should be aware of the omission of local road
property damage only accidents when reviewing data for these particular time

periods.

The reader should be aware of these limitations when reviewing the data contained

in this report.

TRAFFIC ACCIDENT GLOSSARY

The following includes definitions of terms used in this report. Many of these
definitions are identical to or derived from definitions presented in the "AMERICAN NATIONAL
STANDARD MANUAL ON CLASSIFICATION OF MOTOR VEHICLE TRAFFIC ACCIDENTS,
SEVENTH EDITION, NATIONAL SAFETY COUNCIL, 2007".

"A" INJURY (INCAPACITATING INJURY)
any injury, other than a fatal injury, which prevents the injured person from walking,
driving, or normally continuing the activities the person was capable of performing
before the injury occurred (e.g., severe laceration, broken or distorted limb, skull or
chest injury, abdominal injury, unconsciousness at or when taken from the accident

scene, unable to leave the accident scene without assistance)

ACCIDENT (ACC)
a set of events not under human control originating when control is lost and
terminating when control is regained or when all persons and property are at rest

and that includes at least one occurrence of injury or damage

ALCOHOL INVOLVED ACCIDENT
a motor vehicle traffic accident in which there is an indication that any driver or

pedestrian had or may have consumed alcohol

"B" INJURY (NONINCAPACITATING EVIDENT INJURY)
any injury, other than a fatal injury or an incapacitating injury, which is evident to
observers at the scene of the accident in which the injury occurred (e.g., lump on

head, abrasions, bruises, minor lacerations)

"C" INJURY (POSSIBLE INJURY)
any injury reported or claimed which is not a fatal injury, incapacitating injury or
nonincapacitating evident injury (e.g., momentary unconsciousness, claim of injuries

not evident, limping, complaint of pain, nausea, hysteria)
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CONTRIBUTING FACTOR
that circumstance which most contributed to the motor vehicle traffic accident and is

assigned to one vehicle or to one pedestrian

DRIVER
an occupant who is in actual physical control of a vehicle or, for an out-of-control

vehicle, an occupant who was in control until control was lost

FATAL ACCIDENT
a motor vehicle traffic accident that results in one or more fatalities within 30 days of

the date of the accident

FATALITY (FATAL INJURY)

any injury that results in death within 30 days of the date of the accident

INJURY

bodily harm to a person that is not a fatal injury

INJURY ACCIDENT
a motor vehicle traffic accident that results in one or more injuries or that results in

one or more fatalities more than 30 days after the date of the accident

INTERSTATE
a trafficway on the National System of Interstate and Defense Highways as defined in
Section 101, Title 23, United States Code

LOCAL ROAD
any public roadway that is maintained by one of Connecticut's local political

sub-divisions

MOTOR VEHICLE

any motorized (mechanically or electrically powered) vehicle not operated on rails
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MOTOR VEHICLE TRAFFIC ACCIDENT
an accident involving one or more motor vehicles while being utilized to transport
persons or property from one place to another on any publicly maintained way or

place reserved or commonly employed for such use

MOTORCYCLE INVOLVED ACCIDENT
a motor vehicle traffic accident in which at least one vehicle involved was a

motorcycle

OCCUPANT

any person who is part of a vehicle

OTHER STATE ROUTE

a trafficway within a state trafficway system, but not an Interstate or U.S. Route

PASSENGER

any occupant of a vehicle other than its driver

PEDESTRIAN

any person who is not an occupant

PEDESTRIAN INVOLVED ACCIDENT

a motor vehicle traffic accident in which at least one pedestrian is involved

PROPERTY DAMAGE ONLY (PDO) ACCIDENT

a motor vehicle traffic accident in which no participants incurred a fatality or an injury

RESPONSIBLE DRIVER

the driver of the responsible vehicle

RESPONSIBLE VEHICLE

the vehicle to which the contributing factor is assigned
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TRACTOR-TRAILER INVOLVED ACCIDENT

a motor vehicle traffic accident in which at least one tractor-trailer is involved

U.S. ROUTE
a trafficway numbered by the American Association of State Highway and

Transportation Officials, but not an Interstate

VEHICLE
a transport device, or a unit, made up of connected transport devices, used for
moving persons or property from one place to another and is neither an aircraft nor a

watercraft

VEHICLE MILES OF TRAVEL
the estimated number of miles driven by all motor vehicles on Connecticut's public

roadways
