SUBJECT:  UPM Technical Revisions to Refugee Medical Assistance Program (RMA):


        Extension of RMA for up to eight months

The Legislative Regulations and Review Committee (LRRC) approved the Department’s regulations to extend Refugee Medical Assistance (RMA) for up to eight months to refugees who are recipients of Refugee Cash Assistance (RCA), RMA or Medicaid.  The approval reflects technical revisions to policy previously issued in Policy Transmittal No. UP-02-16 on August 20, 2002. 

New policy pages do not create any substantive change to existing policy that extends RMA for up to eight months from the time the refugee enters the United States if RCA, RMA or Medicaid eligibility ends due to receipt of earnings from new employment or increased earnings.  New policy pages do however relocate the eight-month time limit language to the UPM procedural pages and references the legal authority authorizing the time limit in the UPM policy pages.  Also, procedure pages now define individuals granted asylum as eligible for refugee benefits.
