CT Accidental DrugIntoxication Deaths
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Thanks to the Office of the Chief Medical Examiner, OPM has been
tracking and mapping statewide homicides and overdose deaths since
2014. We also matched this data with DOC data in an attempt to assess
the impact of the opioid epidemic on prisoners.

To expand this work, we recently received Death Registry data from the
Department of public health. Using a DOC dataset of 15,495 sentenced
prisoners who were released or discharged from prison in 2011, we were
able to match 524 records with in-state deaths. We are assembling a
report on mortality among ex-offenders.
