I. Call to Order

Co-chairs Dakers and DeBiasi called the meeting to order at 10:02 a.m.  

II. Approval of Minutes

Anne Ruwet made a motion (2nd: Michael Purcaro) to approve the minutes from the August 31, 2010 meeting of the Commission.  Voice vote—motion passed.

III. Review of Process Outline

Co-chair DeBiasi reviewed a working draft of the process outline for the Commission.  The outline includes the three phases of the Commission’s work (learn/gather, analyze, recommend) along with the tasks and timeframes associated with each phase.

Included in Phase 1 is the proposed establishment of five work groups:

· Achieving Administrative Efficiencies

· Cost Comparisons – Private and State Services 

· Private Provider Costs Increases & Fiscal Fitness

· Potential Cost Savings of Community-Based Care 

· Projected Costs of Service Delivery & Sources of Revenue

Each Workgroup is expected to present to the Commission by no later than the last meeting in December an overview of the data reviewed, lessons learned and recommended next steps 

Commission members were asked to complete a form identifying, in order of preference, the top three groups on which they are willing to serve, including whether or not they would chair the group is asked to do so.  The Co-chairs will select Workgroup members and appoint co-chairs taking into consideration member preferences and balanced stakeholder representation.  Each Workgroup co-chair may select two additional persons, outside of the Commission members, to join their workgroup.   The work groups should plan on meeting before the next meeting of the full Commission on October 19, 2010.

Members discussed the Commission’s scope of work and whether or not the timeframe would allow for broadening of the scope.  Concern was expressed about the amount of work and the short timeframe given in Special Act 10-5.      

IV. Review of Data Sources Related to Special Act 10-5

Co-chair Dakers reviewed a listing of state agency data and noted that the list did not yet include data from Judicial.  He cautioned that although an agency may have data it may not be accessible or in a useful format.

OPM has established a website for the Commission and plans to post the data collected so that it will be available to Commission members and the public.  The website can be accessed by going to the OPM home page at www.ct.gov/opm and clicking on the link to the Commission on Non-Profit Health and Human Services.

A question was asked about the possibility of extending the Commission’s deadlines in light of the amount of work to be accomplished.  The deadlines are established in Special Act 10-5.  It was suggested the Commission’s work proceed with those deadlines in mind.  However, the Commission may wish to make a recommendation in their final report that the work of the Commission continue if it is felt that is necessary at that time.
