Public Comment
Tim Hutvagner reported on the CCMA 2B Curriculum update. Revisions are proceeding and should be on track for UConn 2020. He also asked if all the CCMA Courses will be offered in the fall as “road shows” if UConn in June 2020 gets cancelled. The CAAO Education Committee and/or UConn will make the final decision about cancelling and that can happen as late as the end of May. It was noted that the hotel reservations must be cancelled by April 30, 2020.

Mary Huda made a motion to approve the minutes of the March 16, 2020 CCMA Special Meeting. The motion was seconded by Tom DeNoto. The motion passed unanimously. 
Tom DeNoto made a motion to approve the minutes of the February 18, 2020 CCMA Regular Meeting, the February 24, 2020 CCMA Special Meeting and the March 9, 2020 Special Meeting. The motion was seconded by Dave Dietsch. The motion passed unanimously.

Treasury Report
The checkbook account balance as of March 26, 2020 is $3,634.14. The treasury reports for February and March will be approved at a future meeting.

2020 CCMA Recertifications
Lucy Hussman made a motion to table the CCMA Recertification applications until the next regular meeting. The motion was seconded by Mary Huda. The motion passed unanimously.
Rochelle Lambert will organize and consolidate all the recertification applications and send them out to the committee members prior to the next meeting.

OPM Representative
Jennifer Gauthier reported that Martin Heft, Acting Undersecretary of the Intergovernmental Policy and Planning Division of OPM has stated that the Committee cannot hold the CCMA Exam on May 6, 2020 due to the COVID-19 pandemic and that we need to either postpone or cancel the exam. There was a discussion about postponing vs. cancelling and the ability to hold the exam in June. Jennifer Gauthier made a motion to cancel the May 6, 2020 exam date and consider holding the exam in June. The motion was seconded by Tom DeNoto. The motion did not pass. It was requested that Martin Heft send the CCMA Committee a directive from OPM regarding the cancellation of the May 6, 2020 CCMA Exam. Dave Dietsch made a motion to cancel the May 6, 2020 CCMA Exam and that the next exam will be offered in October. The motion 
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was seconded by Jennifer Gauthier. The motion passed with opposition from Shawna Baron and Ann Marie Heering.

Jennifer reported that OPM is working on another executive order to address assessment deadlines and waivers. 

Old Business
a. A Call for CCMA Instructors will occur in the Fall of 2020
b. Teaching Adult Students – Workshop has been moved to November 9th & 10th
c. CCMA Course IIB update – Tom DeNoto expressed his concern that the update process was not     progressing as well as was reported by Tim Hutvagner. Jennifer Gauthier will again reach out to Walter Topliff in an attempt to help facilitate the revision of the course curriculum.	

New Business
a. The CAAO Education Committee requested approval of 29 hours of recertification credits for the Annual Assessor School Workshops that are going to be offered June 1 – June 5, 2020 at UConn. Jennifer Gauthier made a motion to approve the workshops as presented. The motion was seconded by Shawna Baron. The motion passed.

b. NRAAO request for recertification credits – The NRAAO 2020 Conference has been cancelled due to COVID-19.

c. NRAAO 2022 Scholarship – Mary Huda made a motion to table this discussion to a future meeting.
The motion was seconded by Tom DeNoto. The motion passed unanimously.

d. April Exam Applications – The April CCMA Exam was moved to May 6, 2020 but has been cancelled as per the discussion and motion stated above.

e. Numbering of Exams to replace names – discussion not needed at this time.

f. CCMA Course III – The course instructor has expressed his concern regarding the quantity and complexity of the material that has to be taught in the time allotted at UConn during Assessor’s School. There was a discussion about adding a prerequisite class to teach the six functions of a dollar which is covered in the HP12C Calculator workshop. Tom DeNoto made a motion to add a prerequisite class for Course III. The motion was not seconded. A discussion followed regarding reviewing the regulations about the CCMA course requirements/time constraints etc. It also was discussed about implementing a waiver process for the prerequisite class. Topic to be discussed at a future meeting.

g. April Agenda – It was noted that UConn Scholarship Applications should be added to the next agenda.  

The April 9, 2020 CCMA Meeting has been cancelled.
