CCMA EXAM

Following that meeting, Martin Heft sent out a statement regarding Meetings and Events of State Agencies and in that memo it was stated that “While we are forecasting through April now, plans should be in place for any functions scheduled in May to be postponed”. Therefore, it was not required that we cancel the May 6th exam date at this time and it was confirmed that we could re-evaluate the situation in a few weeks. Martin did report that yesterday the U.S President extended the federal social distancing guidelines to April 30, 2020 and that the Connecticut guidelines are currently in effect at least through April 22nd.
