Pollinator Habitat

Planting Methods;

2013 -walk-behind seeder and 

mulched with straw

2016 – hand broadcast seeder, no 

mulch



Estimated Cost for .2/acre - $288

Using walk-behind seeder

Seed; Ernst, Eden Brothers - $116 (enough 

for ½ acre)

Earthway Seeder; Nolts $102

Straw Mulch; $7/bale – 10 bales $70

Labor; 4 hours
