A total of 290 official seed samples were collected by inspectors from the Bureau of Regulation and
Inspection of the Connecticut Department of Agriculture for testing in 2017. As the official seed testing
laboratory, The Connecticut Agricultural Experiment Station performed germination and purity analyses
of the seed samples for compliance with the Connecticut Seed Law Regulations and the Federal Seed
Act (FSA).

Among 279 vegetable seed samples collected, two rosemary samples were excluded from the
germination test because there were no enough seed for the test. Germination rates of 277 tested
vegetable seed samples were compared with the standards that are provided by the rules and regulations
of the FSA. The result showed that germination rates of 247 (89.2%) samples exceeded label claims and
standard, 17 (6.1%) samples passed the test within acceptable tolerance, and the other 13 (4.7%)
samples failed the test (Table 1). Two hundred sixty four of the 277 tested vegetable seed samples
passed the germination test (Table 2). Among eight seed companies, one company had 100% seed
samples passed the germination test, but the other companies had one or more samples failed the test
(Table 2). Twelve seed samples that failed the germination test were distributed in seven of forty four
vegetable species, which included bean, celery, leek, lettuce, mustard, onion, and watermelon (Table 3).

Four lawn grass samples were tested for purity and germination. Varieties or species in a seed mix
sample were grouped by genera for the tests. Therefore, purity and germination results were reported as
the sum for a genus. The label claim is met as long as this sum equals or exceeds the sum of the
individual components for a genus listed on the label. Two of the four lawn seed samples tested
contained one component that failed to meet the purity claim, which was Power Tetraploid Perennial
Ryegrass in the Southern New England Pasture Mix sample and Annual Ryegrass in the Contractors
Lawn Mix sample, respectively (Table 4). All four samples passed the germination test (Table 4). None
of the lawn samples contained seeds of noxious weeds.

The crop seed consisted of four rye samples, one oat sample, one buckwheat sample, and one pea
sample. They were tested for purity and germination. The results showed that all samples passed the
purity and germination test except one rye sample failed the germination test (Table 5). Although the
germination rate of another rye sample (82%) was lower than the label claim, the sample passed the test
with the tolerance (Table 5). No noxious weeds were identified in the crop seed samples.

Pamela Sletten and Lindsay Patrick performed the testing following the Association of Official Seed
Analysts (AOSA) rules. Dr. Yonghao Li completed the analyses. Wayne Nelson, Seed Control Official,
collected the samples. The Seed Law is administered by the Seed Control Official for the Commissioner
of the Department of Agriculture.
