Addresses: Areas to the East of Route 17 in the Southwestern corner of Middletown continuing South, and to the
East and West of Route 17, in the town of Durham. 

Municipalities where proposed action might be located: Durham and Middletown

Project Description: The Durham Center Water System currently services the southern portion of Durham and the
Durham Fairgrounds.  In 2022, construction was completed to connect the Durham Center Water System to the
existing Middletown Water System along Route 17 and through an area of Durham polluted by a Superfund Site.
Residual pollutants inclusive to the former Superfund Site include Methyl tertiary-butyl ether (MTBE), 1,1-
Dichloroethene (1,1-D) and Chlorinated Volatile Organic Compounds (CVOC). 

Due to water quality issues associated with these contaminates, during the initial planning study for the extension of
water from Middletown to the Durham Center System, neighborhoods adjacent to the extension along Route 17 were
evaluated and determined to be possible connections to the main system in the future. The extension of the Durham
and Middletown connection to the adversely impacted communities by legacy contamination will ensure a safe and
reliable supply of potable water to their residents.

Connecticut Environmental Policy Act (CEPA) Determination: On September 22, 2020, the Connecticut
Department of Transportation (CTDOT) published a Notice of Scoping to solicit public comments for State project
numbers 79-240, 79-245, and 79-246 in the Environmental Monitor.  A virtual CEPA public scoping meeting was held
on October 8, 2020.  On January 4, 2022, and June 21, 2022, CTDOT published notices of time extension for a
post-scoping notice since further analysis was needed prior to making a final CEPA determination.

What Happens Next:

When this comment period closes, the proposed land transfer can take one of three tracks:

 
1.    If no public comments are received, the sale or transfer can proceed with no further public comment and

no further notices in the Environmental Monitor, unless the Department of Energy and Environmental
Protection (DEEP) elects to conduct a review of the property (see #3).

 
2.    If public comments are received, the Office of Policy and Management (OPM) will respond to those

comments. The comments and responses will be published in the Environmental Monitor.  Fifteen days
after publication of the comments and responses, the proposed sale or transfer can proceed, unless DEEP
elects to conduct a review of the property (see #3).

 
3.   If DEEP elects to conduct a further review of the property, it may submit to OPM a report with

recommendations for preserving all or part of the property. The report and recommendations will be
published in the Environmental Monitor, and there will be a 30-day public comment period. DEEP will
publish its responses to any comments received and its final recommendation about the property in
the Environmental Monitor. OPM will then make the final determination as to the ultimate disposition of
the property, and will publish that determination in the Environmental Monitor. Fifteen days after
publication of that final determination, the sale or transfer can proceed.
