Annual Ceremony Honors
Line of Duty Deaths

Once every year, usually in September, the Connecticut State Firefighters
Memorial Foundation holds its Annual Firefighters Memorial Service to
honor Connecticut firefighters, past and present. The event takes place at
the Firefighter's Memorial at the Connecticut Fire Academy in Windsor
Locks. Each year, the names of more firefighters who have perished in
the line of duty are added to the names already inscribed on granite

tablets around the base of the Memorial.

The ceremony is always open to the public,




About the Firefighter’s Memorial

Dedicated in 2002 by then-Lieutenant Governor M. Jodi Rell, the State of
Connecticut Firefighter's Memorial is located on the grounds of the Connecticut
Fire Academy in Windsor Locks and is a permanent place for heneoring
Connecticut's fallen firefighters, The design of the Memorial was conceived by the
Connecticut Firefighters Memorial Committes, incorporating a plaza-like setting
and featuring a brick patio in the form of the Maltese Cross, the universal symbal
of the fire service. The centerpiece of the Memorial is a six-foot by 12-foot
polished impala black granite stone bearing the likensss of four firefighters fighting
a blaze; Deputy Chief Paul Walsh of the New Britain Fire Department designed
the ariists' rendition of the firefighters. The centerpiece rests upon a base of
concrete with 20 gray granite panels on which are engraved the names of those
who have lost their lives. The panels are numberad with roman numerals to ease
the task of locating names. Atop the base, in front of the centerpiece, is an eternal
flame to acknowledge and honor this group of brave and noble firefighters, that
their memory will never be extinguished, Surrounding the centerpiece are eight

granite sitting benches representing the eight counties in Connecticut.
