OFFICE OF CONSUMER COUNSEL

FOR EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE BRIEFS & PROPOSED FINDINGS OF FACTS
The Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”) hereby requests a modest extension in the current deadline for filing briefs in the above-captioned docket.  
OCC is in receipt of an order issued by the Connecticut Siting Council (“CSC”) on November 6, 2009, setting the deadline for the filing of briefs and proposed findings of fact for January 4, 2010, if no party sought to cross examine The Connecticut Light & Power Company (“CL&P”) or ISO-New England regarding their recently submitted interrogatory responses.  While OCC surmises that no party requested such cross examination, the CSC has pending before it an objection by CL&P to certain submissions by Citizens Against Overhead Power Line Construction (“CAOPLC”), which objection was filed on December 1, 2009 (“CL&P’s Objection”).  In the CL&P Objection, CL&P states that it seeks to right to cross examine CAOPLC should the CSC overrule the CL&P Objection. Any such cross-examination presumably would require a further hearing before CSC.
CSC is not scheduled to rule on CL&P’s Objection until December 18, 2009.  (See CSC Agenda issued December 11, 2009.)  Given that the docket record is not yet closed and further cross-examination may be scheduled, and also given the upcoming holidays and potential conflicts of undersigned counsel with respect to other pending dockets during the next two weeks, OCC hereby respectfully requests that the briefs in this matter be due the later of:

(a) thirty days after the record in the instant matter is closed, or 
(b) January 15, 2010. 
OCC further requests that the CSC add the instant motion to its agenda for a decision on December 18, 2009.
While OCC was not able to consult with every party to this docket about this motion, we can report the following. Counsel for CL&P has advised OCC that they have no objection to a briefing deadline of January 15, 2010 in this docket, so long as there is 


no change in CSC’s own decision deadline. Further, counsels for both NRG Energy, Inc. 
(the co-applicant) and for the Connecticut Attorney General have advised OCC that they do not object to grant of the instant motion.
