During its regularly scheduled meeting held on December 18, 2009, the
Connecticut Siting Council (Council) sustained CL&P’s Objection to Citizens
Against Overhead Power Line Construction’s (CAOPLC) Admission of
Testimony Submitted with the Photographs dated December 1, 2009. The
captions contained in CAOPLC’s photographic presentation document shall be
edited to generally depict the location of where the photograph was taken and to
remove any testimonial statements, such as references to “fall zone homes,” from
the captions. The photographs with the edited captions shall be admitted into the
record.

The Council also sustained CL&P’s Objection to CAOPLC’s Request to Submit
Additional Video Materials dated December 1, 2009, The video materials will
not be admitted into the record.

In addition, the Council granted the Office of Consumer Counsel’s Motion for
Extension of Time to File Briefs and Proposed Findings of Facts dated December
15, 2009. The deadline for briefs and the close of the record shall be January 15,
2010.
