I have reviewed Natural Diversity Data Base maps and files regarding the area delineated on the map you
provided for the proposed New communications tower at Riverside VFD, 82 Short Beach Rd., East
Haven, Connecticut. | have determined that the proposed activities will not impact any extant populations
of Federal or State Endangered, Threatened or Special Concern Species that occur in the vicinity of this

property.
