This hearing is held pursuant to
the provisions of Title 16 of the Connecti cut
Ceneral Statutes and of the Uniform Adm ni strative
Procedure Act upon an Application of the United

Illum nating conpany for a certificate of
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environnental conpatibility and public need for

t he construction, maintenance and operation of a
115-13. 8-kil ovolt repl acenent substation facility
| ocated on an approximately 1.5-acre portion of
two adj oi ning U -owned parcels directly adjacent
to U's existing Baird Substation at 1770
Stratford Avenue, Stratford, Connecticut, as well
as related transm ssion structures and

i nterconnection inmprovenents. This application
was received by the Council on Decenber 21, 2015.

As a rem nder to all,
off-the-record communi cation with a nmenber of the
Council or a nmenber of the Council's staff upon
the merits of this application is prohibited by
| aw.

The parties and intervenors at the
nmonent are the applicant, U ; and also intervener,
the Ofice of Consuner Counsel.

W will proceed in accordance with

Al so avail able are copies of Council's
Citizen Guide to Siting Council Procedures.
They're over at the door to ny left, or near
t here.

At the end of this afternoon's
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session we wll have an evidentiary session. W
W ll recess and resune again at 7 p.m for the
public coment session. The 7 p.m public conmment
session will be reserved for the public to nmake
brief oral statenents into the record.

| hope everybody had a good site
tour and saw in Stratford where the plan is going
to go. | want to let you know that this is a
substation which we're excited to have and wel cone
here into Stratford. Qur relationship wwth U has
been fantastic. They're a great comunity partner
and this is sonmething we definitely | ook forward
to seei ng nove forward.

THE CHAI RVAN: Thank you very much.
We're glad to be here. W were told that we could

not detour to the facility that was adjacent. So
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maybe after. Maybe.

THE CHAI RVAN:  Woul d you conti nue
by nunbering the exhibits of the filing you' ve
made in a natter in nmaking the request to
adm ni stratively notice the docunents and
verifying and -- well, | hope that doesn't take
all afternoon, but go ahead.

MR MORRISSEY: | don't believe

that. | think we should be able to get through

this rather quickly. W have, for the exhibits we

have the application along with all of the bulk

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file. W have Exhibit 2, applicant's responses to
Council interrogatories; Exhibit 3, applicant's

pr eheari ng subm ssion, All-Points Technol ogy

suppl enental aerial overlay; and Exhibit 4,
applicant's affidavit of sign posting, dated
February 19, 2016.

And if we could get theminto the
record, M. Rossetti, did you supervise, prepare
or assist in the preparation of U Exhibits 1
t hr ough 47

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Yes,

di d.

MR. MORRI SSEY: Do you have any
corrections or nodifications?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Yes, | do.

MR MORRI SSEY: Do you want to
start with nunber one?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Yes,
wll. The first correction will be appendi x E of
the application in the visual analysis report, on
page 10 of 27.

I'd like to strike this fromthe
report because it is |abeled, proposed changes, as
It includes changes not proposed as part of this

application. U did submt a supplenental aerial

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overlay to elimnate any confusion.

MR. MORRI SSEY: Do you have any
ot hers?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Yes, | do.
The next one is in appendix G of the application
under electric and magnetic fields assessnent. On
pages 33 through 40, towards the end of the report
in the figures 11 to 18, the | abels should read,
June 4, 2015, and not June 30, 2015.

MR. MORRI SSEY: Any ot hers?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Yes.
The -- in appendix K of the application under the
habi tat assessnent for the northern | ong-eared bat
Bai rd Substation expansion 717 Stratford Avenue,
Stratford, Connecticut, in paragraph 1, page 2, we
state that the wetland is 652 square feet in size,
but the actual size based on the wetl and
delineation report dated 10/ 22 is 664 square feet.

MR. MORRI SSEY: Do you have any
ot her corrections?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Yes, the
| ast one. On interrogatory nunber 12, the
wet | ands functions and val ues assessnent, Baird
Substation project 717 -- 1770 Stratford Avenue,

Stratford, on page 2, the first paragraph, it says
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the initial site investigation occurred on
April 14, 2016. The initial site investigation
actually occurred on April 14, 2015.

MR, MORRI SSEY: Thank you,
M. Rossetti.

Wth those corrections are
Exhibits 1 through 4 true and accurate to the best
of your know edge?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Yes, they
are.

MR, MORRI SSEY: And do you adopt
them as your testinony here today?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Yes, | do.

MR MORRI SSEY: M. Chairman, |
offer Exhibits 1 through 4 as full exhibits.

THE CHAIRVAN:  |Is there any
obj ecti on?

(No response.)

THE CHAIRVAN: | f not, they are
admtted as part of the record.

MR. MORRI SSEY: And we have no
addi ti onal adm nistrative notice requests.

THE CHAI RVAN: Thank you. So we'l |l
now begin cross-examnation first by staff,

M. Perrone.

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MR. PERRONE: Thank you,
M. Chai r man.

I understand the application was
recei ved on Decenber 21, 2015. On January 8,
2016, the Council received a notification of
change in ownership letter for the United
Il lum nating Conpany versus U Hol di ngs
Corporation. M question is, would that affect
t hi s docket by changing the | egal nane of the
applicant fromthe United Illum nati ng Conpany to
U L Hol di ngs Corporation?

MR MORRISSEY: | think |I can take
t hat one.

I think there m ght be sone
confusion. The applicant's nane is not changi ng
fromthe United Il um nating Conpany. So | do not
bel i eve that that nanme change request wll inpact
t hi s docket.

MR PERRONE: Ckay. So if this
project is approved, the certificate hol der nane
woul d still be the United Illum nating Conpany?

MR. MORRI SSEY: That's correct.

MR PERRONE: Ckay. Approximtely
when does U expect that the roundabout woul d be

constructed and how, if any, would the tineline

15
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affect the construction of the substation?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Currently
t he roundabout is still in design node fromthe
city -- or the Town of Stratford. W have
coordi nated with themw th our design plans for
t he new substati on and as soon as the design
plans -- we wll collaborate and cooperate with
the Town of Stratford and include those wth any
changes that are necessary.

But we have been working with the
Town of Stratford to incorporate any changes in
t he design of our substation and wth any
conflicts with the roundabout.

MR. PERRONE: And turning to the --

THE CHAI RVAN:  Just a mnute. W
have a foll owup question from M. Lynch.

MR LYNCH. Yeah. Wth regards to
t he roundabout, what rol e does the Connecti cut
Departnent of Transportation play within that?
And if they do, is that in their queue for
anything that's rel atively soon?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): So we wll
have to get permts fromthe DOI, obviously, if
there's any changes w th our underground

I nfrastructure noving --
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MR. LYNCH. No. M real question
was, Is the roundabout part of the Connecti cut
DOl's -- is it one of their projects that they're
doing for the Town with regards to, you know, the
construction?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): | do not
know t hat answer.

MR. LYNCH. Thank you.

MR MORRI SSEY: W can try to get
t hat answer at the break. And if there's a
resunption of the evidentiary hearing naybe we
could read it into the record |ater this evening.

MR LYNCH: The reason | ask is

that | wanted to know if it's a DOT project or

it's a Town of Stratford project. And having done

it with the DOT, | know they take a little bit
| onger than the towns do.

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): The
roundabout, that is on a state road and that's
funded by the State, by the DOl and that's a
project for the Town of Stratford.

MR, PERRONE: And now turning to,
in the prefiled there is the suppl enental aeri al
overl ay, the proposed changes and fi nal

configuration. Just slightly north of the

17
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roundabout there's a clearing between there and
t he substation fence. |If any |andscaping is
proposed is that where the | andscapi ng woul d

i kely be | ocated?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Yes, that
Is -- that is correct.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. And the sheet
before that, the proposed changes, that has the
nost up-to-date configuration as far as which
nonopol es are proposed, versus the petition 11767?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Yes, that
IS correct.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. What ki nds of
wor k woul d have to be done to the existing
substation and in order to convert it to a
training facility?

THE WTNESS (C oud): The pl anned
work at the existing station would be m ni mal.
There woul d be sone renpbval of sone existing
equi pnent, and including the incom ng transm ssion
structures on the exterior of the fence -- would
be renoved in all the conductors entering the
substation. But nost of the equipnent within the
exi sting substation would renmain and work there

woul d be m ni mal besi des regul ar mai ntenance and
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upkeep.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. And you would
di sconnect it on the transm ssion and the
di stribution side?

THE WTNESS (C oud): That is
correct.

MR. PERRONE: Where do you
currently perform substation training? Do you
have another facility in Connecticut or sonewhere
el se?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): No,
presently we do not have another training facility
to -- to do that. That's why we thought this was
an opportunity to use the existing substation as a
training facility.

MR. PERRONE: There is a letter
fromthe Departnent of Energy and Environnent al
Protection dated April 14th, and it nmentions no
I mpacts to state listed species. And | al so
understand that critical habitat was not found for
t he northern | ong-eared bat.

So just to be clear, are there any
other federally listed species in the vicinity of
the project?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): | would

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li ke to call up our environnental wtness, Shawn
Croshie. M. Crosbie, can you respond to that
pl ease?

THE W TNESS (Croshie): Shawn
Crosbhi e, environnental analyst, UL hol dings
Cor por ati on.

Based on correspondence fromthe
agency, no, there's not.

MR PERRONE: Ckay. And | also
understand that in the DEEP letter it nentions
that the determ nation would expire on April 14,
2016. |If the substation project is approved would
U seek an updated determ nation? And if so,
could that be included in the D and M pl an?

THE W TNESS (Crosbie): VYes, it
coul d.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. And with that
pl an could you also include any wildlife
protection neasures that nmay be suggested?

THE W TNESS (Crosbie): Yes, we
coul d.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. | understand
that the transforner insulating oil would be
mneral oil. So that's basically -- is that a

pet rol eum based oil and avoi ds the use of PCBs?

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THE W TNESS (Rossetti): There is
no PCBs in that. W call it a dielectric fluid.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. |In response to
interrogatory 12, that's the one where the wetl and
| ocation relative to the proposed substation is
indicated in the drawing. And given that | ayout
could you explain why the wetland -- why you
cannot avoid filling the wetl and?

THE W TNESS (C oud): The equi pnent
that's placed over the wetland is sufficiently
inside the yard to nmake it difficult to avoid the
wetland. Directly over the top of the wetland is
a bus support structure and correspondi ng bus at
26 feet. So it is very nuch wthin the substation
peri neter.

THE CHAI RVAN: M. Hannon has a
foll ow- up questi on.

MR. HANNON: This one is directed
to M. Lord. | think it's arelatively sinple
answer .

But | think part of the issue with
the wetlands in |ooking at it today, it |ooks as
t hough nost of that area |l eading up to the
wet |l ands is probably an urban fill material, and

that may be the |ast sort of small pocket of | and

that hasn't been filled. |Is that a reasonable
assunpti on?

THE W TNESS (Lord): Yes, that is a
correct assunption. It is an urban fil
situati on.

MR. HANNON: Ckay. Thank you.

MR. PERRONE: Back to environnental
for a nonent. On the |ong-eared bat habitat
assessnent it notes that there's about .73 acres
of trees currently at the site. Wuld
approximately all of that acreage be cleared? O
do you know approximately the tree clearing area?

THE W TNESS (Crosbie): That is
correct. The whole area would be cl eared.

MR PERRONE: Ckay. So it would be
essentially all of that?

THE W TNESS ( Cr oshi e):

Essentially, yes.

MR, PERRONE: What's the
approxi nate current ground el evation of the center
of the substation site, existing?

THE W TNESS (d oud): Approxi mately
13 feet in the NAVD 88 datum

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. And you would

try to nore or less naintain that. You're not

22
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really raising or |lowering the substation. |Is
t hat correct?

THE WTNESS (C oud): That is
correct.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. GCetting into
visibility alittle bit, | understand that the
homes to the north on the opposite side of the
tracks -- we went out there in the field. They
appear to be at a higher elevation. And ny
question is, if you knew bal |l park, about how much
hi gher that area is?

THE WTNESS (Libertine): H . Mke
Li bertine. Yes, that's about 38 feet
approxi mately at a higher el evation using ground
| evel to ground |evel.

In the suppl enental information on
visibility behind Exhibit E, actually there's a
phot ograph that -- and a schemati c photo one,
whi ch was taken fromessentially the east end of
Jackson Avenue. It gives a pretty good indication
of today what the existing conditions are in terns
of that elevation change. W've also -- if you
| ook two pages later, we provided a profile just
to give an idea of what that grade change is.

MR. PERRONE: And generally
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qualitatively assessing, is having the hones at a
hi gher el evati on, does that sonewhat reduce the

i ssue i npact because you woul d be | ooki ng over the
subst ati on?

THE W TNESS (Li bertine): | think
fromnear view certainly along Jackson Avenue that
would be the case. |I'd nake a pretty good
anal ogy, actually where we're sendi ng today,
| ooki ng out the wi ndow gives you kind of about the
sanme perspective, and there is a flagpole. So
agai n, your eye tends to go towards the hori zon.
Sol think it's a fairly good analogy. So | would
say yeah, in general that would be the case.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay.

THE W TNESS (Libertine): 1'd
also -- | mght add that the views really of the
new substation are limted to that eastern end.

As you start noving west al ong Jackson Avenue
there are hones. Now obviously, fromthe road
itself, those hones bl ock views, but as you do
nmove west there's significant infrastructure al ong
the railroad tracks and el sewhere, so that again,
your eye is not drawn to those areas.

And as was put on the record

earlier, the existing substation has two fairly

24
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tall transm ssion structures. Those wll be
removed. So essentially what is there today is
shifting a little bit to the east from what you
see.

MR. PERRONE: And one ot her
question if you happen to know. |Is the substation
site located near an inportant bird area?

THE W TNESS (Li bertine): That
m ght be Shawn's.

THE W TNESS (Crosbhie): As far as
we have on record, no.

MR. PERRONE: And back to
substation elevation briefly, would any cut at the
site be used as fill? And what woul d happen with
any excess cut? How would that be di sposed of ?

THE W TNESS (Crosbie): M.

Perrone, could you just repeat the question,

pl ease?

MR PERRONE: Sure. In response to
Interrogatory 27 the anmounts of cut and fill were
provided. | was just wondering if the cut

materi al woul d be used on site as fill?
THE W TNESS (Crosbhie): So sone of
the cut material would be reused based on the

pre-characteri zation that was perfornmed. The
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material that was -- did not neet solid waste
standards for Connecticut would be shi pped off
site.

MR PERRONE: U also noted in
interrogatory 17 that notice to the FAA is
requi red and woul d be provided at | east 45 days
prior to construction. |If the project is approved
could a copy of such notice be provided to the
Counci | ?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Yes, it
coul d.

MR. PERRONE: Al so the Connecti cut
Departnent of Transportation submtted coments
dated February 8th. Wuld U also apply for an
encroachnment permt for any work performed w thin
t he state right-of-way?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Yes, we
woul d.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. GCetting into
substation design a little bit, | understand
14 feeders woul d | eave the proposed repl acenent
substation. Is that the sane anmount of feeders
that's currently hooked to the existing
substati on?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Currently
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at the existing Baird Substation we have 16
feeders or circuits leaving. But you are correct
in that the new substation will have 14 feeders

| eaving with two spare positions. So it will have
t he sane anount of positions. W are
consolidating sone of our circuits.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. And that would
go underground under Stratford Ave, generally?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Leaving
t he substation, that is correct.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. Turning to the
noi se report, just probably a m nor technica
correction.

On page 14 of the noise report, it
mentions projected sound |l evels for Two Roads
Brewery and the Savings Auto Center. | believe
for Two Roads Brewery it says 548. | was j ust
wondering if that was just a typo, and 48 was
att ended?

THE W TNESS (Baker): Can you
repeat the page nunber pl ease?

MR. PERRONE: Page 14 of the noise
report.

THE W TNESS (Baker): And the

question pl ease?
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MR. PERRONE: Ckay. The paragraph
above the drawi ng, the second to the | ast
sentence, | believe, anticipated to be 548 dBA and
43 dBA. | was just wondering if the 548 was a
typo, and if so, what the intended nunber was.

THE W TNESS (Baker): Yes, that is
a typo. It should be 48 dBA

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. On pages 62
and 63 of the application U discusses the
substation lighting plans. |f approved, could the
final lighting design be included in the D and M
pl an?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Yes, it
could. We wll.

MR. PERRONE: Now |I'm going to nove
to the EMF report.

Turning to page 9 of that report,
figure 4. M understanding is the nearest hone is
the one just south of Jackson Avenue and cl osest
to the proposed substation. So that basically
it's the square closest to the right-of-way. |Is
that right?

THE W TNESS (Bailey): That's
correct.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. And when staff

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was | ooking at this we were conparing profiles
seven and eight as they occur on -- hold on one
second -- as that data is provided on page 28.

But is it true that profile seven
and profile eight, they start at a different point
so the zero foot point is different for those two?

THE W TNESS (Bailey): That is
correct.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. So that being
the case, if we're interested in the nmagnetic
field | evels both pre and post for the hone that's
170 feet away, as an approxi mati on would we use
profile seven, or do you have nore specific
nunmbers pre and post for the cl osest hone magnetic
fields?

THE WTNESS (Bailey): | think the
one to use would be profile eight.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. Now if you use
profile eight ny other question would be, since
the zero foot mark is based on the existing Baird
Substation it wouldn't be as sinple as to just
|l ook at it 170 feet. R ght?

THE W TNESS (Bailey): That's
correct.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. So there's a
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shift or a difference between the two. So where
about would we end up on profile eight for that
hone?

THE W TNESS (Bailey): | believe
that shift would be closer to 200 feet plus.

MR PERRONE: So as an
approxi mation, it would be about 4.6 mlligauss
pre and 15 m |l i gauss post?

THE W TNESS (Bailey): Correct.

MR. PERRONE: And we woul d use that
sane profile for finding the magnetic fields just
generally in the residential area at about
200 feet?

THE W TNESS (Bail ey): Yes.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. All set on
EM-.  Thank you.

THE W TNESS (Bail ey): Thank you.

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. This goes into
substation reliability. | understand that you
have two transm ssion |lines that basically | oop
t hrough. So that essentially gives you the four
circuits. Is that right?

THE WTNESS (Bradt): That's
correct. So there's two circuits along the

railroad corridor. They |loop in and out and

And there's
actually a scenario where we could | ose two of
those lines and drop the -- and | oose the Baird
Substation |l oad, but it's considered a tol erable
event. So --

MR. PERRONE: Ckay. Thank you.

THE CHAI RMAN. M. Lynch has a
f ol | ow up.

MR LYNCH: | just didn't hear the
second to the | ast answer. Were those i medi ate
antennas that were -- that you're referring to, to
M. Perrone on the pole. You said they were
netering antennas. | just didn't hear it
properly. That's all.

THE WTNESS (C oud): They are
comruni cation for our -- our neters. Yes.

MR LYNCH That's all | was
clarifying. Thank you.

MR. PERRONE: And lastly, on the
conmuni cation pole topic, the em ssions fromthose
antennas would still nmeet the FCC CET bulletin
limts for power density?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): | am not
prepared to answer that at this tine.

MR, PERRONE: That's okay. |
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W t hdrawal that.

Thank you. That's all | have.

THE CHAI RVAN: Thank you. Now
we'll continue with any questions fromthe
Counci |l . Senat or Murphy.

SEN. MJURPHY: Thank you,

M. Chai r man.

In the application on page 25 you
i ndicate that the alternatives considered in |ight
of doi ng what you're doing in this application --
actually you indicate there are five choices. The
first one, | guess, is not a choice at all. And
so in the next page and a half you di scuss these
four alternatives and cone to the conclusion that
the decision is to file this application.

And in making this analysis, did
you put together any ballpark figures as to the
other alternatives, the rel ocate replacenent and
vice versa and in-kind replacenment? Ws anyt hi ng
put together on the nunbers? | nean, we've got a
project before us that's 30 and a half mlIl --
mllion dollars? So --

THE WTNESS (doud): So we did do
a conceptual design and estinated for the in-kind

upgrade of the substation. Wuld you like that in
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t he cost?

SEN. MURPHY: \What did you get for
a figure on that?

THE W TNESS (C oud): The total
cost for that in-kind upgrade was esti nated at
$36.9 mllion.

SEN. MJRPHY: Uh-huh. And did you
do any conputation on the other two which is the
reverse of the rebuild and rel ocate?

THE WTNESS (G oud): To clarify,
are you referring to the rebuild 115 transm ssi on
bus, those two alternatives that are listed there?

SEN. MJURPHY: Right. Yeah, they're
back end.

THE WTNESS (Coud): W did do a
cursory design review of those alternatives, but
found they would not be feasible to address all of
t he i ssues that we found.

SEN. MURPHY: Ckay. And in your
di scussion and contenplation as to comng to
your -- in reaching your conclusion, what weight
do you give to the interruption of service if you
don't do what you're doing now, if you can rate
t hat ?

THE W TNESS (O oud): Yeah, the
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reliability exposure to the custoners fed fromthe
substati on was absolutely part of our
consideration. The duration for an in-kind
upgrade construction and cutover tine was
anticipated to be approxi mately six nonths | onger
than a full replacenent.

So in that sense, there is an
obvi ous increase in exposure as the construction
duration is increased significantly in that
upgrade. So that is certainly sonething that we
did consider during that alternative review

SEN. MJURPHY: So in your 36.9
in-kind, it really cones out to be nore than
redoing -- putting in a new station, which is
bef ore us here today?

THE WTNESS (doud): Yes, that is
what our -- our alternative investigation found,
predom nately because of that increased
construction duration the increased hazards with
wor ki ng i nside of an energized facility while it
continues to serve | oad, anpbng ot her reasons.

SEN. MJURPHY: And in order to
upgrade the present facility and in order to use
it for training, any ballpark figure as to what

you m ght expend to do that to nake it reasonably
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safe for training purposes? O is that down the

road?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): | nean,
t hat would be down the road. But -- if that's
okay, but we do plan on -- we do plan on

mai nt ai ni ng that.
SEN. MJURPHY: |If you don't have it
now, that's fine. | just thought I'd ask. But |

feel it m ght be down the road.

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Yeah, down

the road. It would be in the ball park of about a
coupl e hundred thousand doll ars and then we woul d
mai ntain that property as well noving forward.

SEN. MJRPHY: Ckay. Relatively
speaking it's an inconsequential in a mllion
dol I ars?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): Yes.

SEN. MURPHY: All right. | have
nothing else, M. Chairman at this tine.

THE CHAI RMVAN:  Thank you.

M. Hannon?

MR, HANNON: Thank you,
M. Chairman. | do have sone questions. They're
nmore technical in nature, because |'ma little

confused with sone of the things | found in the
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docunents. |I'mjust trying to get sone of them
clarified. M first question actually bounces
around to four different pages.

On page 2 there's a comment that
three of the poles are part of the previously
approved project. | understand that. On page 34
you nake a simlar statenent that three of these
nonopol es were previously approved and submtted
to the Council under U Petition 1176.

THE WTNESS (O oud): Perhaps |I can
provide sone clarification. There are the three
pol es that are shifted as part of the rel ocation
of the substation to the west. Those are the two
pol es north of the substation site. One pole

north of the railroad tracks.

The fourth pole referenced here is
actually by the existing Baird Substation and
covered under petition 1176. And that one wll
al so be noved, but it's not as a consequence as a
shift in the substation. That is just a planned
shift by that project under 1176.

MR. HANNON: Ckay. | wanted to
make sure, because we had threes in sone spots and
four in another one. And then | see five poles
identified with 1176.

THE W TNESS (d oud): Yeah, | could
see where that could be confusing.

MR HANNON: On page 34, 35 --

THE WTNESS (O oud): M. Hannon
we have a visual on what was just being di scussed.

MR HANNON: Well, that's so | had
alittle bit of understanding, you know, in the
site today. But | would appreciate it if you can
go forward to that.

THE WTNESS (O oud): These three
pol es are | ocated here -- are shifted because of
t he substation shift. The fourth pole that's
referenced is actually this pole right here, which
Is part of the petition 1176. But it is not being

shifted because of the change in the substation
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sessi on.

Coul d you repeat the section and the page nunber,
pl ease?

MR. HANNON: Ckay. It's
actually -- ny question is at the top of page 35
where it tal ks about, as well as one nonopol e
nort heast of the existing railroad catenary
structure to support the new transm ssi on
conductors. And | just want to nmake sure that
that is the conmmruni cation pol e?

THE WTNESS (Coud): Yes, I'll use
t he visual again to clarify.

So the nonopole that that is
referring tois -- is this pole here, which is

required for the standard for this nonopol e back
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to the existing catenary structure for the
transm ssion |ine.

MR. HANNON: Ckay. Thank you.

And | guess part of the reason why
I had a question on this is that at the end of the
second paragraph on page 35 it says, additionally
an 80-foot comuni cation pole will be | ocated on
the west side of the site to provide conmunicati on
bet ween the station, U's distribution
infrastructure.

MR. HANNON: And the reason | was
aski ng was because the only 80-foot poles | saw
identified on any of the maps, one was a

conmuni cation pole which is northeast of the site
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and the other one is the pole that is over by the
brewery. GCkay. Thank you.

And | know in the -- in appendix D
dealing with the sound | evels, the way the
| anguage is in there is the sound | evels shoul d
not exceed, whether it's the 45 dBA al ong
residential and 62 dBA al ong commerci al zoni ng.
What happens if it does?

THE W TNESS (Baker): My apol ogi es.
Coul d you repeat the question?

MR. HANNON: Sure. In appendix D
there's a statenent that says sound | evels should
not exceed 45 dBA al ong residential zoning, and
sound | evel s shoul d not exceed 62 dBA al ong
commer ci al zoni ng.

Seei ng the words, "should not," I'm
just curious as to what would happen if they do
exceed? What neasures m ght be inpl enented?

THE W TNESS (Baker): Well first
off, the noise nodeling that was conducted is very
conservative. It assunes all noise -- all noise
receptors are in a downw nd condition.

MR, HANNON:  Uh- huh.

THE W TNESS (Baker): Additionally,

the transforner operation that was specified in
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t he noi se nodel is consistent with peak | oading.
So the bands are operating at full capacity.

If there was an issue along the
property boundary and the sound | evel were to
exceed, mitigation could include a noise
barrier -- would probably be the best option.

MR. HANNON: Ckay. Thank you.

Just -- | see, should not. To ne
it just raises a question.

And then | don't know who's goi ng
to handl e the | ast question, because |I'm not sure,
so I'll just ask. On page 23, what is your
nmeani ng of system topol ogy changes? Wat are you
specifically referring to in this project for
t hat ?

It's about the mddle of the first
full paragraph.

THE W TNESS (Bradt): Got it. Just
give just ne a second to read it.

MR. HANNON:  Uh- huh.

THE W TNESS (Bradt): Yes, the
context of this neaning is for systemtopol ogy
changes. That's what we would refer to as --
there's a couple of things that coul d change on

the transm ssion system |t mght be generation
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additions, generation retirenents, new |lines,
reconfigurations of |ines.

So several years ago we put in a
new 345 kV project intersecting Connecticut. So
t hat would be a systemtopol ogy change. It
actually changes the fl ow of power across the
st at e.

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): The storm
t hat we had yesterday was nore of a distribution
type of event, trees com ng down onto distribution
power lines. W wll be using the sane
distribution system connected to the new
substation as we had with the old substation. So
t he i npact woul d be the sane.

MR LYNCH: Ckay. | just had to
ask.

I noticed that when you're tal ki ng
about security you did a lot of tal k about

interrogatories, and in the application on the
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fencing surrounding the facility. And |I'mjust
trying to conprehend in ny own mnd, which is
scary in itself, that why anyone would try to
vandal i ze or break into an energi zed substati on.
Is this a big problemw thin your systenf

THE W TNESS (O oud): These
physi cal security neasures, the fence wth the
slots that | believe you're referring to being one
of them really cane about after an incident that
occurred in California where a substati on was
fired upon by an individual outside of the
peri neter of the substation. And U has been
reevaluating it's physical security nmeasures to
address the potential for a physical attack and
assessing the criticality of all of our
subst ati ons.

So based upon this substation's
| evel of criticality, our physical security
neasures --

MR. LYNCH. That's sonething |
didn't think of, being attacked from the outside.
| though people would try to break in. Wy would
you want to be in an energized substation?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): So one

thing that has happened in the past in our system
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Is people trying to steal the copper, a | ot of
copper conductors, the copper inside the

equi pnent. So there, when copper is worth a | ot
of noney we see that as well.

MR LYNCH. That leads right into
ny next question that | was going to ask. Having
di scussions with the ironworkers and the police in
Hartford that are building the stadium they have
a very difficult tinme keeping the people from
br eaki ng i n.

Whet her it's fenced in, that issue
Is bolt cutters, and when the police station is
only a block away. And they're stealing thousands
of dollars of material out of the stadium And I
woul d just -- you answered the question that, you
know, that is a simlar problemthat you woul d
have with the substati on.

Now is that nore in a construction
period, or is that sonething that once it's up and
built and energized they still try to get in?

THE W TNESS (Rossetti): W --
unl ess people are really smart and they know if
t he substation is energized or not we've seen both
cases. W've also seen, on our distribution

system we have down-grounds that are copper, off
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our distribution transfornmers. They'|ll go and cut
that off the pole. And we have energized
transforners right on the pole. So people wll go
and -- and steal this copper not know ng if
sonething is energi zed or not.

MR LYNCH. Al right. | was
curious. And thank you for answering the
questi on.
