Pursuant to Section 16-50j-62(b)(4) of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies (RCSA), 
Condition 12 of the above-referenced Docket, and the Southwest Connecticut Reliability Project 
(Project) Development and Management Plan:  Project-Wide Approvals, Permits, Plans, and Best 
Management Practices (Volume 3, Section A.3.1), The Connecticut Light and Power Company doing 
business as Eversource Energy (Eversource) hereby informs the Connecticut Siting Council (Council) 
that construction of the Project facilities, consisting of the new 115-kilovolt (kV) transmission line 
between Plumtree Substation and Brookfield Junction and the related modifications to Stony Hill and 
Plumtree substations, was completed on September 19, 2018.
