Pursuant to RCSA Section 16-50j-62(b)(3) and as described in Volume 3, Section A.3.3, of the
Southwest Connecticut Reliability Project (Project) Development and Management (D&M) Plan for
the Modifications to the Plumtree and Stony Hill Substations, The Connecticut Light and Power
Company doing business as Eversource Energy (Eversource) hereby provides to the Connecticut
Siting Council (“Council”) this Construction Progress Report for the month of October 2017.

This Construction Progress Report pertains only to work at Stony Hill Substation and the associated
115-kilovolt (kV) line reconfigurations at that substation. Project construction activities at Plumtree
Substation will not commence until 2018, whereas the initiation of work on the Project’s new 3.4-mile
115-kV transmission line is not scheduled to commence until sometime after Thanksgiving 2017.

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1. NEW 115-kV TRANSMISSION LINE

Construction activities on the new 115-kV transmission line have not yet commenced. Eversource will
notify the Siting Council at least two weeks in advance of the start of construction.

2. MODIFICATIONS TO STONY HILL SUBSTATION

The Project construction modifications to Stony Hill Substation and the associated reconfiguration of the
115-kilovolt (kV) 1770 and 1887 line connections to the substation commenced on September 18, 2017.
During October, the new 4674A monopole steel structure was erected and conductors and shield wire

were re-strung to it.

The old Structure 4647A guyed wood pole was removed. Within Stony Hill

Substation, foundations for the rigid bus support structures located on the east side of the existing yard
were excavated, formed, and poured.

The table, below, summarizes the status of this work as of October 31, 2017.
