This hearing is called to
order this Thursday, April 4, 2019, at 6:30. M

THE HEARI NG OFFI CERF My nane i s Robert
Silvestri, nenber and presiding officer of the
Connecticut Siting Council.

G her nenbers of the Council are
M. Robert Hannon, designee for Conm ssioner Katie
Dykes of the Departnent of Energy and
Envi ronnental Protection; Larry Levesque, designee
for Chairman John w. Betkoski, Il1l, of the Public
Uilities Regulatory Authority; M. Daniel P.
Lynch Jr.; M. Mchael Harder; and M. Edward
Edel son.

Menbers of the staff are Ms. Mel anie

This is a continuation of a public
hearing that began at three o' clock this
afternoon. Copies of the hearing program and the
Council's citizen guide to Siting Council

procedures are avail able for nenbers of the
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publi c.

This hearing is held pursuant to the
provisions of Title 16 of the Connecticut General
St atutes under the Uniform Adm nistrative
Procedure Act upon a notion to reopen an
application from NTE Connecticut, LLC, for a
certificate of environnental conpatibility and
public need for the construction, maintenance and
operation of a 550-negawatt duel -fuel conbi ned
cycle electric generating facility and associ at ed
el ectrical interconnection switchyard | ocated at
180 and 189 Lake Road in Killingly, Connecticut.

On February 14, 2019, the Council
pursuant to a request filed by NTE Connecti cut,
LLC, and the provisions of Connecticut General
Statutes Section 4-181AB, reopened the May 11,
2017, final decision that was rendered in this
matter.

The Council's legal notice of the date
and tinme of this hearing was published in the
Norwi ch Bulletin on February 21, 2019. Upon this
Council's request the applicant erected two signs
at the proposed site so as to informthe public of
the nane of the applicant, the type of facility,

the hearing date and | ocati on, and cont act
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information for the Council.

Thi s afternoon nenbers of the Council,
staff and public personally conducted a field
revi ew of the proposed site in order to observe
firsthand the potential effects of this proposal.

Thi s hearing session toni ght has been
reserved for the public to make short statenents
into the record. These public statenents are not
subject to questions fromthe applicant or parties
or the Council, and menbers of the public making
statenents may not ask questions of the applicant
or parties, or the Council. These statenments wl |l
becone part of the record for Counci
consi derati on.

And if you haven't seen it, a sign-up
sheet is available in the hall towards ny right,
ri ght outside that door for those who would |ike
to participate.

As a remnder to all, off-the-record
communi cation wth a nenber of the Council or a
menber of the Council's staff upon the nerits of
this application is prohibited by | aw.

I wish to note that the applicant or
parties including their representatives and

W tnesses are not allowed to participate in the
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publ i c conment session.

I also wsh to note for those who are
here and for the benefit of your friends and
nei ghbors who are unable to join us for the public
comrent session, that you or they may send witten
comments to the Council within 30 days of the
cl ose of the evidentiary record, and such witten
statenents wll be given the sane weight as if
spoken at the hearing.

We ask each person naking a public
statenent in this proceeding to confine his or her
statenents to the subject nmatter before the
Council and to avoid unreasonabl e repetition so
that we may hear all of the concerns you and your
nei ghbors may have.

Pl ease be advised that the Council
cannot answer questions fromthe public about this
proposal. A verbatimtranscript wll be made of
this hearing and deposited at the town cl erks’
offices in Killingly, Putnam and Ponfret for the
conveni ence of the public. And in fairness to
everyone who w shes to speak, public statenents
will be limted to three m nutes.

Before I call on nenbers of the public

to make statenents | request the applicant to nake
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a very brief presentation to the public describing
where the facility is proposed to be | ocated, why
it is necessary and what alternatives were

i nvesti gat ed.

LYNN GRESOCK: My nane is Lynn G esock.
| work for Tetra Tech where I'mthe | ead
envi ronnental consultant for the project, and I'm
going to try to be as brief as possible.

The project has really not changed nuch
since the last tine we were together. Probably
t he nost significant change on this particul ar
slide is the fact that the project is now using a
M t subi shi Mddel MO01 JAC conbustion turbine, and
that wll enhance the energy generation of the
proj ect by about a hundred negawatts. So the
project is now nomnally going to generate
647 nmegawatts.

The rest of these characteristics remain
the sane. Gas will continue to be the primary
fuel with limted ultralow sulfur distillate as a
backup. The exhaust stack renmains at 150 feet
tall.

And it will be able to provide
conti nuous basel oad power, but also can start very

quickly so that it can respond to the changi ng
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demands of the system as, for exanple, nore
renewabl es are added. The water plan is very,
very aggressive as well in that it uses an

ai r-cool ed condenser to reduce the water denmands
of the facility by over 95 percent.

The interconnections that are required
for the facility renain the sanme. Electricity
w ll interconnect via the existing Eversource
345-kilovolt electric transm ssion lines that are
adj acent to the property.

Nat ural gas will be provided via an
upgr aded Yankee Gas lateral in the sane general
| ocation where it currently exists. And | spoke
al ready about the fact that ultral ow sul fur diesel
w |l be brought into the site.

The Connecticut Water Conpany wl |
provi de the water and the wastewater wll be
treated by the Town of Killingly.

The location is in the sane |ocation as
previous as well, just west of [-395. You can see
on this graphic that the Killingly Energy Center
site is on the northern side of Lake Road, and
there is an additional switchyard parcel that is
to the south of Lake Road.

Benefits of the project also renain
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generally the sane as they were, although since
the original filing several agreenents with the
Town have been executed. The tax stabilization
agreenent is in place. The comunity
envi ronnental benefits agreenent has been
negotiated and is executed with the Town, and a
nunber of jobs -- and certainly this is a |large
capital investnent. You can see the details on
the slide of each of those prograns.

In addition the project wll be
pur chasi ng wastewater services as a utility
custonmer fromKillingly as well, and the
conmi ssion operation target is changed, of course.
It's scheduled to cone online in March of 2022.

Al'l of these characteristics and
benefits of the project as proposed remain the
sane as was previously proposed. One prinary
difference is that Killingly Energy Center was
recently selected in the regional capacity auction
for electricity. And in that way the | SO New
Engl and el ectrical grid manager, the independent
system operator has determ ned that the project is
needed to support the electricity needs in the
regi on generally.

Very little has changed with regard to
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the site layout. The area of devel opnent within
t he devel opnent footprint on the property is the
same as it was previously.

One of the changes we've nade in
response to concerns we had heard fromthe Town is
there was one area that had a retaining wall.

That has been renoved. And so now all of the
edges have graded sl opes which was recomended to
us by the Town.

We have noved the fence that surrounds
the property fromthe top of the slope to the
bott om of the slope. The stormaater nanagenent
concepts are basically exactly the sane, although
since the tinme of the original filing sone of the
requi rements of stormmater have changed.

And so everything has been recal cul at ed
using the |l atest standards. That has resulted in
a base el evation change at the site by three feet.
So the finished grade of the site will be three
feet higher than it was previously.

Because of the additional output and the
additional electricity that will be generated
there are sone shifts within the property that
were necessary. The air-cool ed condenser, for

exanpl e, needed to be | arger because of the | arger
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capacity. Sonme of the equipnent is just a little
bit taller. Sone of it is just alittle bit
shorter. There is a very detailed table in the
envi ronnental overview that's available for you to
take a | ook at.

And basically we kept the stack hei ght
the sane, but needed to shift the stack | ocation
by 35 feet and slightly pivot the equi pnent in
order to keep all of the equipment within the sane
devel opnent footprint, but what that allowed us to
do was to maintain the di stances fromthe wetl ands
to be the sane as they were, and in sone
I nstances, to be able to keep them farther away.

The project will continue to be anong
the cl eanest, nost efficient natural gas
generation facilities, not only in the country,
but in the world. The original old permt, as
probably nmany of you know, was issued back in
June 2017. A mnor nodification that reflects
this configuration was issued by the State on
Decenber 10th in 2018.

And all of these, all of these
characteristics even with the additional
electricity output still are maintained. The

project was required to denonstrate -- but it was
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commtted to the | owest em ssion levels. And in
this configuration even | ower particul ate val ues
were able to be achi eved.

Very high design efficiencies and
out puts, very efficient consunption of fuel in
terms of creating electricity. And the nodeling
results denonstrated that the project wll
continue to be protective of public health, and in
fact, across the board the results were | ower and
nore protective of public health than was
reflected in the original permt.

There are no planned water and
wast ewat er i ncreases, no change to the noise
impacts. The facility wll continue to
incorporate mtigation to neet the very stringent
51-deci bel state and | ocal noise standard at the
property boundary.

The property -- the traffic volunmes are
not antici pated to change.

The project will continue to incorporate
safety neasures both in its construction and
operation i nplenentation, protecting its workers,
the community and the environnent. And no change
Is expected to the visibility inpact for the

pr oj ect .

By keeping the stack hei ght unchanged
and adjusting the base el evation by only
three feet there was very little difference in
what had been previously evaluated. The facility
wll remain set back on the property. It wll
continue to be screened by existing topography and
vegetati on fromthe surroundi ngs, and the project
is continuing to maintain a 50-foot buffer of
trees al ong Lake Road.

No change to the avoi dance of inpact to
ar chaeol ogi cal or architectural resources. The
cenetery that's on the switchyard site wl|l
continue to be protected.

Now agai n, no change to the devel opnent
footprint. Avoiding wetlands and streans on the
generating facility site will continue. |
mentioned that the retaining wall has been
elimnated. And the sane anount of wetland fill
t hat was proposed on the switchyard site is still
proposed. Mtigation has been devel oped and a
general permt fromthe United States Arny Corps
of Engineers will be required.

We have al so i ncorporated speci al
protection neasures for species that wll be

i mpl enent ed t hroughout construction, including a
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habi tat enhancenent area that wll remain during
the facility operation, but will be for the use of
protected butterfly and noth speci es.

And the natural diversity database
program concurred with all of those species
measures, including the habitat enhancenent in
their letter that was issued in March.

That's a brief summary of the project,
and I'll stop now and all ow as much tine as we can
for the public.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:  Thank you.

Ladi es and gentl enen, a couple of fine
points. |'mgoing to apol ogi ze in advance if |
m spronounce your nanme. So what |'m going to ask
you to do when you do get up to the podiumis
pl ease spell it for the record. That's nunber
one.

Again, a reminder that we will limt
public statenents to three mnutes. Over to ny
| eft against the wall is the stop clock. It wll
begi n counting down fromthree m nutes when your
tinme has expired. A tone will sound and that wll
signify that your allotted tine is over.

And again, it's in an effort to try to

get everybody that we can to nake a public
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stat enent tonight.
So wwth that, I'd like to start with
Ant hony Cam | lucci, followed by Jen Siskind.
ANTHONY CAM LLUCCI : Good eveni ng,
Counci | nenmbers. And | want to thank you for the

opportunity to speak tonight. M nane is Anthony

Cam |l lucci. It's spelled A-n-t-h-o0-n-y
Ca-mi-l-l-u-c-c-i. | wish it was shorter, but
it's not.

I not only represent over 2,000 plunbers
and pipe fitters in the state of Connecticut, nore
inmportantly | have lived here ny entire 47-year
life. And | feel that this is a very viable
i nportant project for the future of energy in our
ar ea.

I'msure, as many of you see in the
newspapers and on TV every day, the MII stone
nucl ear power station is in threat of closing and
t hey provide over 50 percent of the power to
Connecticut. So the Killingly Energy Center w |
hel p segue to a cl eaner, nore vi abl e energy
future.

| don't think it's going to be done
overnight, but this plant will definitely all ow us

to get there in the event that MI | stone were to
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close. Oher than that it wll provide good
payi ng jobs for our nenbers and | think they'll be
a good nei ghbor, and |I stand here in support
toni ght of this project.

Thank you.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:  Jen Si skind
Fol |l owed by David Jarvis.

JENNI FER SI SKI ND: Good eveni ng.
Jenni fer Siskind, S-i-s-k-i-n-d. ' m here to say
that this project is not in the public interest
and there is no current need for the energy
produced by this proposed center.

| SO New England in their auction fail ed
to take into account the offshore wind that is
currently being produced and devel oped i n federal
waters. They have al so not taken into account the
cl ean energy and energy efficiency efforts that
are currently underway i n Southern New Engl and.

It's also -- MIIstone has recently
engaged in a new contract to go forward for
another ten years. That was just recently
arranged w th DEEP

This project will decrease property
values. It wll increase greenhouse gas

em ssions, including unburned raw net hane and
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carbon di oxi de, NOx and SOx, particulate matter,
formal dehyde. It wll increase ozone. It wll
i ncrease asthma rates, cardiac ill ness, decrease
| ung capacity.

Wien the air is heavy, any tine it is
hum d such as overnight in the norning when dew
| evel s are high, when there's fog, when there's

m st, when there's rain, the heaviness of the air

wll keep all of these em ssions trapped in this
area at a low level which will inpact people's
health in their hones. The em ssions will be

outdoors and al so entering their hones.

State and federal regul ations
unfortunately average em ssion rates, and
therefore do not take into account sudden surges
of extrenely high em ssions that can cone from
power pl ants. And those surges of em ssions can
I npact people's health significantly for weeks on
end, but their health i ssues are never taken into
account because these surges are averaged over a
24- hour and weekly peri od.

So we ask you to not approve this. W
sinply cannot conti nue produci ng and burni ng
fossil fuels. There is no benefit to noving from

oil or coal to natural gas, because when raw
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met hane | eaks, which it wll from pipelines, from
conpressor stations, fromthis facility anytine
there is deliberate purging -- because they need
to open the lines and go in and do nai nt enance.

O if there are fugitive em ssions, that
raw net hane that's | eaking out, conbined with the
reduced carbon em ssions from burning gas are just
as bad if not worse for climate change. W just
sinply cannot continue with these projects.

And DEEP and the State of Connecti cut
need to understand that we are going to have to be
paying to nove 95. W are going to have to be
paying to nove Antrak. W are going to have to be
paying for mllions of dollars of property |oss as
sea levels rise in com ng decades.

Roads, infrastructure, our port systens,
that is the inpact of continuing to approve fossil
fuel projects, and the Connecticut Siting Council
needs to take those inpacts along with public
interests and not overl ook them

We just sinply cannot nove forward
anynore. W cannot expand gas or oil, or coal.
Scientists have told us this. |It's clear.

There's really nothing nore to say, but we hope

that you will take this into account.
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Thank you very nuch.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: Davi d Jarvi s,
foll owed by Jake Dani s.

DAVID JARVIS: Geetings. M nane is
David Jarvis; D a-v-i-d, J-a-r-v-i-s. Welcone
back to Killingly once again. |It's good to see
sonme of the ol der faces and sone of the newer ones
tonight. So wel cone back.

So I'm here tonight to speak in favor of
this project once again. | am also one of the
representatives of the |ocal |abor pool that is
here. W represent over 2500 nenbers across
Connecti cut .

But nore inportantly tonight, |'ve
brought a petition of 600 nenbers that are in
support of this project. And we chose to go down
this road out of respect for the process and
respect for the tine of the people that are here
t oni ght .

So instead of continuing to go over all
the facts and figures of the 450 unioni zed j obs,
or the 115 mllion-dollar tax incone to the Town,
you'll hear those nunbers over and over again.

But I1'd like to talk tonight about that this

project, in ny opinion, strikes an even bal ance
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bet ween devel opnent, responsibility and

reliability, and the power system and the jobs

system and in the tax systemhere in Killingly.
| think it's a great benefit to the

community, to the nenbers all the way around wth

the different benefits that will cone fromit, the
different opportunities, the jobs that will remain
here and the fact that Killingly will continue to

be an econom c engi ne goi ng forward.

And it's ny opinion that it will make
the town nuch nore marketable and attractive to
ot her conpani es, ot her devel opnents and ot her
famlies comng in knowi ng that there's a stable
tax base, that there's a stable place to grow

And when you have a stable tax base you
end up with a stable school system You end up
wth a stable infrastructure system So all the
way around | think it strikes an even bal ance wth
the Town, wth the environnment and what's needed
economcally to keep Killingly in the front row.

So | do have the 600 signatures, and |
do appreciate your tine. |'mnot sure who the
best one to give these to would be.

You'll take thenf? G eat.

So they are all in favor. These are our
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carpenters and our friends in the comunity, and I
| ook forward to continuing to partner with NTE
Killingly and the rest of the community novi ng
forward.

So thank you for your tine. Enjoy
Killingly.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:  Jake Dani s
followed by, | believe, it's Ted G abowski .

JAKE DANI'S: M nane is Jake Dani s;

J-a-k-e, Da-n-i-s. Just briefly I'm-- |I'm
sorry. |I'ma nmenber of Local 15 Ironworkers out
of Hartford, Connecticut. 1've been a Killingly

resident ny whole life, born and raised here,
Wight Road, in favor of this project and the work
opportunity it provides for the area.

And that's all. Thank you very nmnuch.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: Ted G abowski ,
foll owed by Ben Martin.

TED GRABOWSKI: My nane is Ted
G abowski, Gr-a-b-o-ws-k-i. |'mhere on behalf
of the Connecticut Laborers District Council. W
represent 6,000 construction workers, union
constructi on workers throughout the state of
Connecti cut .

We're here to speak in favor of the
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Killingly Energy Center. | nyself personally
believe that natural gas is the bridge fuel to get
us to the point where renewabl e energy 30 years
down the road m ght take over at that point, but |
bel i eve natural gas is a bridge fuel right now

This is good paying jobs for people from
Nort heast Connecticut. For years nmany of our
menbers have had to travel 20, 30, 40, 50 mles to
their jobs. 1It's been a long tine since a job
this size has taken place in Eastern Connecti cut.
It brings good union paying jobs to this area.

We have a PLA we're working on. It's
going to put residents to work in the area. It's
going to provide extra inconme for the Town of
Killingly, and I'"'mhere to speak in favor of it.

And t hank you very nuch, Siting Council,
for being here tonight. Thank you.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: Ben Martin
foll owed by M chael Pierce.

BEN MARTIN:. My nane is Ben Martin;
B-e-n, Ma-r-t-i-n. I represent 350 Connecti cut,
an organi zation that represents all of Connecti cut
and it's trying to nove the State beyond fossil
fuel s.

And we are here tonight against the
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permt for this plant because gas cannot be
descri bed as clean in any sense of the word. It
is basically pulled out of the ground through a
system that pollutes water systens.

Wiere it cones out it poisons people
along the routes of the pipelines where there is
known | eakage up to 25 percent of gas. It had
killed nine people in Connecticut, and that was at
a gas plant that was supposed to be experts in
know ng what it's doing.

There is no environnental benefit to
this plant. There is no comunity benefit to this
plant. The agreenents for tax stabilization neans
that they are avoiding the proper taxes they are
supposed to pay that all the other busi nesses pay.

This plant is not good for workers
because it could get themkilled. Renewable
energy provides nore jobs, safer jobs, better jobs
for people and |I hope these people can get jobs in
t he renewabl e energy sector, because it is much
better for the State and nuch better for the
communi ty, and much better for the people that
wor k t here.

This plant would basically dunp nore

pollution into the comunity, in a conmunity that
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doesn't need any nore pollution. Wen considering
this permt you need to consider all the other
power plants that are within a hundred m |l es of
this plant because all that pollution is com ng
into this community as well as what woul d be
comng fromthis plant.

And they tal k about the diesel backup.
That is nore polluting. And upgrading a pipeline

is nore pollution and nore | eaks, and nore raw

met hane going into the air. Basically the
$7 mllion that they are tal king about is a bribe.
It's a bribe to the community so they wll put up

wth a powerplant that is going to harmthem

And you need to reject that bribe and
protect the community. It was nentioned by the
power pl ant that they, |SO New England said this is
needed. And as ny coll eague previ ously nentioned,
| SO New Engl and overestimates the need for power
because they are not tal king about energy
efficiency, which Connecticut has done really well
at -- because of union jobs that have inproved
peopl es houses and i nproved busi nesses’
ef ficiencies.

So we don't need as much electricity as

we used to, to do the sane things that we were
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doing. And that was union jobs that did that, and
| appreciate that work and | hope nore peopl e get
into it.

And they're not considering the offshore
wi nd which is comng online as well as all the
solarization that's bei ng done, and things that
can provide power for people wwth no bad effects,
no pol lution, no noise, no need for mtigati on and
no need for hazard pay.

Nat ural gas is not clean. Renewable
energy has no emssions. |It's safer. And they
tal ked about saving butterflies and noths by
keepi ng part of the plant, while not nentioning
that fossil fuels are causing the sixth nmass
extinction of aninmals on the planet, which wll
kill a lot of butterflies and noths.

So it's great that you have a butterfly
bush there, but if there are no butterfly
bushes -- if there are no butterflies to fly to
your bush then | don't see the use of it.

So sticking to your, | guess, mn ssion of
need, we don't need nore electricity in
Connecticut. W have what we need. Even if
MIlstone were to go offline, we can provide power

to everyone for every mnute of the day w t hout
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havi ng nore gas plants. W have a governor who
says this. So | don't see why his adm nistration
woul d be approving of a powerpl ant.

And there's no community benefit to
this. Basically they are trying to push this into
a conmmunity that they're going to harm and
they're going to nake nore noney than they pay you
guys to basically push their pollution onto you,
and keep all the profit.

So | hope that you will recognize that
there is no need for this powerplant. There's no
envi ronnental benefit, and we should be buil di ng
power that doesn't need mtigation. And | hope
you w Il consider that when | ooking at this
permt.

Thank you.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: M chael Pierce.

M CHAEL PIERCE: M nane is M ke Pierce,
P-i-e-r-c-e. I'mwith the Boil ernakers Local 237
out of East Hartford, Connecticut.

I'"min favor of this project, not just
for the jobs, but because the energy is needed.
Everybody is tal king about wi nd power and stuff
li ke that, and at this point it's not able to keep

the energy stored yet. The battery technology is
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not there yet. So | believe that this plant and
nore gas plants like this will hold us until we
can do that.

We tal k about wind power, but a
2-megawatt wi nd power windmll is nmade up of
260 tons of steel, requires 300 tons of iron ore,
170 tons of coke coal, all mned, all transported
produced by hydrocarbons. A wndmll could spin
until it falls apart and never generate enough
electricity as was invested in building it in the
first place. And I"'mfor this project.

Thank you.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: Next we have Teddy
Am petz [ phonetic] foll owed by Cheryl Chanp.

Ckay. W have Cheryl here.

CHERYL K. CHAMP: Good eveni ng,
everybody. M nane is Cheryl Kopelner Chanp. [|I'm
from Ponfret, Connecticut and |I'm here
representi ng Qui et Corner Shouts.

Today we cone together as citizens of
the world because it is necessary that we work
together.

I'"'ma retired nurse of 40 years worKking
in a profession and have taken care of so nany
people with respiratory ill nesses and energenci es
such as COPD and ast hma, especially children and
the el derly.

Search your hearts and nake a decision that you
woul d nake if this was going to be put up in your
backyard. This part of Connecticut, the Quiet
Corner nmay seem on paper to be economcally
depressed, but let ne tell you this is one of the
nost wonderful places | have ever lived in ny

entire life.
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And |1've lived out in Chicago, grew up
in New York for a little bit before comng to
Connecticut, and | even did have a snmall stint in
New Britain -- which was lovely. | went to
St anl ey Hone School and |l earned to swimat the
pond at the park right down near the school.

[I've lived
in Killingly from 1961 until 1998, and noved about
a quarter-mle outside the town line to Sterling.

I went to the Killingly schools. Wnt
to Ellis Tech, graduated in 1979. | becane a
uni on bricklayer and worked in the field until
1998. | becane a business agent and |'ve been a
busi ness agent ever since.

|'ve seen a | ot of devel opers cone and
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go in nmy tine fromcasinos to proposed racetracks,
and novi e studios, and you nane it. And just to
be brief, the other day | -- yesterday, actually I
had the pl easure of spending a few hours with this
devel oper at Ellis Tech.

And Ellis Tech is close to ny heart.

Not only did | graduate fromEIlis Tech, but when
| becane a business agent | recruit very heavily
fromthat trade school.

Just to give you an exanple, when G asso
Tech was built this past summer, out of the 35
bricklayers on that job 14 were Ellis Tech
graduates, 3 were active apprentices.

Killingly is a unique townn. Wth the
trade school being a nmajor part of it,
construction projects up this way are very
i mportant to the population. And in our neeting
yesterday | saw a genuine -- a genuine caring for
that dynam c by this devel oper, and it | ooks as
though if this project is passed they're going to
utilize the internship programthat that tech
school i ncorporates and uses.

JOSEPH TONER:  Joseph Toner, the | ast
name is T-o-n-e-r, and | amthe President of the

Greater Hartford/ New Britain Buil ding Trades
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Council. | represent over 10,000 uni oni zed
construction workers, and I1'd like to start off by
comrenting on a renark that Ms. d audi a nmade.

And | honestly think we respect one
anot her and we respect the process. So we do
respect her. A lot of tinmes we work together, and
out of all the unionized construction workers that
are here tonight we have a | ot of respect for your
group. | just want to start off by saying that.

So | don't want it to be that we're
pitted agai nst each other, but unfortunately for
us every job we go to we work ourselves out of a
job. R ght? So that's the downside of being in
the construction industry.

| also have a petition signed tonight in
lieu of bringing everyone here. As | stated
earlier, | represent over 10,000 unioni zed
construction workers. | have over 1600 petitions
signed and I'd like to forward themto the Chair,
pl ease?

I just want to -- obviously, you know,
our interests are the jobs here. One of the
t hings that was brought up earlier by M. Dexter
was the programat Ellis Tech. And | think that

that's very inportant, to have a devel oper cone
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into this area and be wlling to take people right
out of high school and work themthrough, in their
project through the building trades -- is a huge,
huge, huge bonus for this area.

Not only -- it's not a job for
t hem anynore. You have to renenber once they cone
Wth us it's a career. W train themfor free.

We put themon jobs for free, and | know the
community here and the people that are opposed to
us tonight are in favor of good-paying union jobs,
are in favor of good health benefits, are in favor
of a pension plan and a safe job site, and
recycling the noney here in the state of
Connecticut. And | think that's what's going to
happen.

Not only is it going to happen for the
folks that we represent that |ive around the state
of Connecticut, but it's going to be a huge, huge
advantage for the folks that |live up here in
Killingly itself.

When you get onto the econonic
devel opnent piece of this project -- we had a
Lowe's distribution center up here about eight,
nine years ago. It was a conplete disaster for

the folks that live up in this area. | think the
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State of Connecticut only gave Lowe's 50 mllion
to cone up here to construct a warehouse that pays
part-time m ni mum wage j obs.

And so Lowe's happened to bring all
t heir nonuni on contractors from down south who
paid | ess than m ni rum wage. Those are
devel opnents in the building trades that we're
used to fighting against to keep our people in
Connecticut working at a fair wage.

Thi s devel opnent here, it's the conplete
opposite. Very rarely do you see a devel oper come
in and offer what they're offering here to this
conmuni ty.

As everyone knows -- and everyone has
been around a little bit I can assune. A |ot of
us have gray hair. Mst of the people that cone
into the state of Connecticut are |ooking for a
tax break or sone type of incentive to cone in
here for | owpaying jobs. This is not happeni ng
her e.

NTE sat down with the building
trades right off the bat. W had a project |abor
agreenent, which | saw is going to include area
resi dents and good payi ng jobs, which is huge.

The public infrastructure part of it is over
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$7 mlIlion in upgrades and expansions. You don't
see that anywhere else in the state of Connecti cut
i n any devel opnents.

W tal ked about the energy being
cleaner. | think with the federal guidelines with
the coal plants, to have a gas plant the energy is
going to be cleaner and this project is going to
be a huge success for everybody, in ny estination.

It's going to be cl eaner energy. The
jobs are going to be incredible, and the youth
fromthis area are going to be able to get into
construction careers, not jobs, which is very
I nportant.

I'd also |like to thank the Town and
community, the Town of Killingly and this
community. They' ve been very supportive of
organi zed | abor and the building trades. W did
Killingly H gh School under a project |abor
agreenent. They' ve been very, very nice to us for
the last three years we've been up here.

We do respect the people that are here
toni ght that are on the other side of us, like I
said earlier. W w sh you luck. | know we seem
to run parallel on a |ot of issues, and our

support for you in other areas wll conti nue.
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Toni ght we're here to nake sure we can
put over 600 unioni zed construction workers at a
better way of producing energy, and a cl eaner way
of producing energy for this area.

I"mnot for this project, but |I'm going
to speak fromny heart. At this tine |last year |
was di agnosed with fourth stage cancer, stage four
cancer. | was told | didn't have nmuch tinme to
live.

I have lived in Killingly for 20-plus

years, and all of the sudden | had cancer. | was
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a very active teacher, coach, very involved in ny
community of Killingly and Dani el son. And to be
told that all of the sudden ny life was going to
end, | wasn't ready for it.

| did a lot of research and |'ve
di scovered that Northeastern Connecticut has the
bi ggest nunber of cases of cancer in the state of
Connecticut. | also found out that a nunmber of
asthmatic children in the State of Connecticut --
is found in Northeastern Connecti cut.

After doing a |l ot of research, and
Channel 8 from New Haven was doi ng a special on
cancer and asthna, and they said that this area,
this area of the Quiet Corner was unfortunately
one of the highest that they've ever seen.

We don't know why, but | only realize
that if we do anot her powerplant -- and the
em ssions fromit is not going to help. Killingly

| nternedi ate School is right around the corner. A

| ot of those kids -- there's 800 kids in that
school . There's a |l ot of kids that have asthma
al r eady.

I"'mafraid to say this, but | think
there wwll be nore cases if we put another

powerplant in. | can't blame the guys for
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standi ng up here and wanting to get a job. | know
what it was like. | was a teacher and trying to
get hired. It's not easy.

And | feel bad for them but you al so
have to understand that this is ny conmunity as
well and | don't know how much |l onger | have to
live. 1've had a good life. 1'm®69 years old. |
would like to see at least 80 -- |'mhoping to see
80. It may not happen.

But I'"mjust going to say this. By
putting in a powerplant that | don't think we
actually need right nowis detrinmental to ny
health and the health of the upcom ng generation
of kids, and | hope you take that into
consi derati on.

EARL McWLLIAMS: H. M nane is Earl
MWIlliams. It's Mc-Wi-l-l-i-a-ms. And | join
many of ny nei ghbors here tonight in strongly
opposing this plant. It's wonderful to have you
out here, however.

Wiy are we here tonight? W have been

told that this powerplant is a done deal. W're
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told that it wll be safe enough for those of us
who |ive beneath the 150-foot stack in the
significant inpact zone. W are told that while
it is an inefficient fossil fuel polluter, the
plant will be the bridge to the future of |ess
pol I uti ng renewabl e sources such as hydro, w nd
and sol ar.

W are told that it is a good busi ness
deci sion for NTE and its investors, that we | ocal
fol ks have to sacrifice what we need, clean
breathable air for the I-want of NTE. It is as if
NTE were a free agent and that our backyard is
just a playground for their interests.

Qurs has becone a society that all ows
the raping of the land for corporate profit. The
natural gas industry across this country is a
spect acul ar exanpl e.

From Kansas to Connecticut the concerns
of |l ocal people often living in economcally
di stressed comunities nust submt to the power
and the noney of an industry that cares only about
its profits. Earthquakes in the M dwest caused by
fracki ng nust be endured for corporate profits.
The rickety 50-year-old pipelines nust continue to

carry the product for thousands of mles despite
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nuner ous ongoi ng unpublici zed expl osi ons, and the
dangerous spewi ng of nethane gas all along the
route.

The plants at the end of the system may
only turn 60 percent of the product into energy,
the renmai nder polluting the air and hasteni ng the
change in the climate that even we're now
experiencing, but there is noney to be nade.

So why are we here? The deck is clearly
st acked agai nst us. Wiy do we persist in our
opposi ti on?

The great naturalist of a century ago
John Muir said it best, that constant vigilance is
the price we nust pay to protect the beauty of
this land. In his recent frightening book, The
Uni nhabi tabl e Earth, the author David
VWal | ace-Wel |'s gives us another crucial reason to
be here tonight protesting this nonstrous
I mposition on our |and and our |ives.

Many of us are serious about recycling
and about limting our carbon footprint in order
to forestall the harrowing future that otherw se
awaits us and our children. Sadly in point of
fact, whatever we do as individuals barely dents

t he gl obal problens we face. The author contends
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that it's only by taking on these issues in the
public sphere that we can have an i npact.

It is by our votes, our pressure on
| egislators and by attending neetings like this
one here tonight that we can really nake a
difference. That's why we're here. That's why we
are fighting so hard, because in this hour and in
this place we have a rare opportunity to hel p save
our town and the planet in a material way that
w |l make the difference.

|'ve got a little bit of tinme, so | want
to make a point. And this is a point that Lynn
had nade. That stack that's 150 feet tall, EPA --
it's an old, old ruling that says that the stack
i'sS supposed to be two and a half tines taller than
the other tallest building on the site. The other
tallest building Linda told us at our |ast neeting
was 110 feet tall

You do the math. That stack shoul d be
275 feet tall, not 150 feet -- to avoid what's
cal |l ed bl omdowns, where on wi ndy days all the
pol |l utants that are com ng out of the stack are
bl own down, and a vortex is created by the other
tall buildings. And that's the stuff that we in

the significant inpact zone are going to be having
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t o breat he.

| urge you not to support this plant,
and | thank you for your tinme and for com ng out
her e.

MATT SHELDON: Sorry -- the biggest
increase in the use of electronics and how t hey
are made. G ow ng up everyone had one wall phone.
You had one TV, one speaker systemthat maybe
covered a whole wall in one of your roons. And
now i n everyone's kitchen you have a KitchenAi d, a

cel | phone charger, a mcrowave, a refrigerator and
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all these things take power.

The point that I'"'mtrying to nmake is
that while things have gotten nore efficient over
tinme, we al so have nore of them now because even
in places like this we have two projectors,
whereas 20 years ago we probably had none, or you
had one rolling out into the center of the room

In your classroonms you have a TV in
every room where again as growi ng up there was
one little boob tube kind of strolled across the
floor with the VCR  And now they all have
projectors. You have special controls for all
your lighting, and with that power increase cones
the increased need for a facility like this.

I*"'m here tonight in opposition to the
plan and | just want to say first that -- and |
appreci ate kind of both sides of this argunent
saying that, you know, it's not personal.
Connecti cut has sone of the best tradespeopl e and
skill ed workforce of any other state in New
Engl and, and we collectively need to find a way to
put people to work close to this.

But you know, your job as a Siting
Council, as you know is, you know, to be above
politics, to be above econom c devel opnent
interests, and nost inportantly to be above
popul arity, and for that and your rulings we have
great respect.

You know, two years ago we felt that you
made the right decision, and it's not because of
just putting a plant, but as it was said before,
if you start | ooking around the region, the nunber
of powergenerating plants in the area is high.

And you know, it saddens ne to sone
extent that Northeastern Connecticut for all of
its beauty and splendor -- it seens to be the only
type of business we can attract, is power

generation. And for ne this isn't about this
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pl ant and sayi ng, you know, we don't want this
plant. |It's about having yet anot her power pl ant
in a very tight region, and all those things.

You know, the facts that |'ve | ooked at
when | first kind of |earned of this project two
years ago about the asthma rates in W ndham
County -- and |I'm not, you know, accusing, you
know, NTE or any conpany of going to increase
that, but that is a concern.

And why is that? And we've never gotten
to the bottomof it. You know, cancer rates are
hi gher. Again, we don't know why. And these are
all things that we have great concern.

| have certainly sat on your side of the
fence nunerous tines. So | will not be
repetitive, but it does concern ne when | hear a
| ot about things will be cleaner, but cleaner
still nmeans that we're going to have pollutants to
our area. And wth the nunber of plants we have
regionally and locally I don't think it's in the
best interests to put another one in a close
proximty in northeastern Connecticut, and a
nunber of ny constituents have reached out to ne
concerned about this as well.

|'mhere to request that the Siting Council deny
the application for the proposed fossil fuel
generating facility in Killingly.

There is no evidence that we need this
proposed plant. |In fact, New England currently
has a surplus of generation resources. There is
no evidence that there is any benefit to this
proposed facility, but there is evidence that the
envi ronnental inpacts put Northeastern Connecti cut
and our neighboring states at great ri sk.

Connecti cut has worked very hard over
the | ast decade to establish policies to devel op a

green econony that provides clean energy and
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| ong-1l asting ongoing jobs within our state for

uni on workers. This proposed plant conflicts with
state energy policy to accel erate green renewabl e
energy and to protect our environnment.

Let's put our resource plan to wi nd and
solar energy. The risks to public health and
safety for this proposed gas plant have not been
exam ned, but the adverse effects on our
environnent, air and water purity, public health
and safety, and recreational use of our forests
and parks are wel | established.

W live in one of the nost beautiful and
pristine parts of this state. Please do not
j eopardi ze our | and and water, and econom c
stability by approving this application.

Wnd and
solar, that's the way to go, not gas, fracked gas,
at that.

Don't you know the greatest threat to
all mankind is a lack of water? Even nore than
gl obal warm ng, |ack of water around the world,
many people already are suffering. W don't want
to be a part of that. W don't want another plant
t hat uses thousands of gallons every day, nonstop
24/ 7.

And by the way, to all the tradesnmen who

tal ked about this wonderful thing that coul d be

built here where they'll have jobs, hundreds of
jobs -- for what? Two, three years and the pl ant
wll be done. W'Il|l have that plant here forever.

First of all, this space is way too
small, way too snmall and it's getting warmin
here. Second of all, of ny four years of not

fighting this powerplant, but the Burrillville
power pl ant in Rhode Island -- there is one poster
that | saw that is apropos here, and that is that
natural gas is a fracking lie. It is.

As peopl e have said, fracking is a
terrible thing doing terrible things to
Pennsyl vania and all the way up the line, and down

t he center of our nation.
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Thi ngs have all been said here, but I
have a few. And | just wanted to reiterate that
this board nust take into account the adverse and
costly health effects of the fossil fuel industry,
not only this one plant, but from concepti on,
fracki ng, breaking out earth to burning this stuff
and polluting our air, using our water. \Water is
life. Here's another thing you nust -- you nust
remenber .

TOM PAYNE: Hell o. Thank you for

letting nme speak. |I'min the | aborers union for
20 plus years. | built the | ast powerplant up the
street. I'mready to build another one. | hope

to go through with it.

Thank you.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:  Susan East wood.

SUSAN EASTWOCD:  Susan East wood,;
S-u-s-a-n, E-a-s-t-wo0-0-d. |I'mfrom Ashford.
I'mthe chair of the clean energy task force over
there. And of course, we breathe the sane air and
I'mvery glad to have the opportunity to speak
t oni ght .

I wish to speak in opposition to the

proposed NTE natural gas powerplant in Killingly.
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In may of 2017 the Connecticut Siting Counci
denied the earlier application because there was
no need for the plant and no public benefit to be
had fromit.

NTE has asked to reopen the application
based on changed circunstances since then. |
woul d argue these circunstances have i ndeed
changed. There's now even |less need for this
addi ti onal power and even nore reason to deny on
an envi ronnental basis.

| SO New Engl and projected in the peak
| oad studi es shown that peak load is actually
shrinking for Connecticut with nearly a gigawatt
| ess needed at peak load in the sumer, and even
nore than a gigawatt needed for the peak load in
wnter. That alone to me seens |ike anple reason
to deny this request.

Al t hough the siting Council did not deny
the original request on an environnental basis, |
think this is another strong reason to deny the
application. And again, the case is even stronger
than two years ago. Since that tinme Connecti cut
has a set new goals for its renewable portfolio
standards, which have increased from 20 percent by

2020 to 40 percent by 2030, a goal which wll
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require real commtnent to renewabl e energy by al
of us.

Further, the State has set the bar for
reduci ng greenhouse gases at 45 percent bel ow t he
2001 |l evel s by 2030. Another very anbitious goal,
but one that is deadly serious for all of us, and
| nmean that literally.

G ven that the changed circunstances
argue nore strongly than ever against the need for
nor e power generation, and the strengthened
envi ronnental goals argue for even nore
consci ousness on the increnental inpacts on our
air, water and health, | see no reason to
recommend approval of a new dirty gas power pl ant
in our beautiful Last Green Vall ey.

Addi tional ly, NTE has not yet addressed
t he questions raised by the Connecticut Siting
Council itself. The Departnment of Public Health
and several environmental groups including the
Sierra Club and Connecticut Fund for the
Envi ronnent, as you can see in their subm ssions
to the Council they have not submitted requested
docunents including projected noise | evels and
have not gai ned the approval of the Federal Air

Adm ni strati on about whet her the airspace would be
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appropriate for this sort of a devel opnent.

This shows a | ack of serious
consideration for the concerns of state agencies
and for the citizens who will be inpacted if this
pl ant goes forward.

Thank you.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:  John Mcd el | an,
pl ease?

JOHN McCLELLAN: My nane is John, or
Jacques McCellan, Mc-CGl-e-I-I-a-n. 1I'mfrom
Woodst ock and since the eighties was a professor
at Qui nebaug Vall ey Conmmunity College. And in
that role part of ny duty was to try to get people
prepared for the future, and that's what | want to
talk about. But | also want to tal k about the
rol e of Qui nebaug and ot her educati onal
institutions in retraining people.

The educational system has been so-so,
but it's been fairly good in trying to retrain
people. W should be retraining for jobs that are
good for the pl anet.

Now about the planet, many of you
probably are old enough to have at | east | earned
about Wnston Churchill warning England in the

thirties that there was the problemw th the
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bui | dup of armanents and war plans in Gernmany.
Everyone ignored him The consequences were
gr eat .

W are in a different era, and in fact
t he consequences are even greater. |If you | ook at
the science, we are in an era in which we can
destroy nuch of the life on this planet and nuch
of our civilization.

Now there's a problem because you can't

see it. It's off in the future, don't worry about
it -- but you have seen the wildfires and the
hurri canes, and that sort of thing. It's

happeni ng, and we have to trust the scientists who
are telling us that we have to start now in
stoppi ng putting nore and nore greenhouse gases
into the air.

Now i f we have a plant powered by gas,
which is admttedly maybe sonewhat better than the
other fossil fuels, that will be putting carbon
di oxi de and nethane into the atnosphere for
decades and decades. W do not have decades.

Now al | of us here, every one of us is
living in an era in which the future of our planet
and our civilization is in our hands, | urge you

to nmeet that responsibility.
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THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: Ladi es and
gentl emen, the last nane on this | can't even
figure out. It's about 13 or 14 letters |ong, and
the first nane is John. It mght begin with an S.

And if you could spell that one for ne,

t 0o.

JOHN SARANTOPOULOCS: My nane is John
Sar ant opoul 0os; S-a-r-a-n-t-o-p-o0-u-l-0-s. And I'm
81 years old, and I've lived here all ny life
other than mlitary. And one of the things that
really irks me is that we refer to our area, and
it's a beautiful area, as the Quiet Corner.

And we've created our own deat hbed
because we have a tendency to say no, and it's
because everybody is | ooking out for their own
needs and not the needs of everybody el se.

You know, in 1787 there was a
Conti nental Congress that created the United
States of Anerica, and back then guys |ike
Ham | t on, Madi son, George WAshi ngton knew t hat
power, noney, party politics, those were the
things -- and self interest. Those were the
things that were corrupting, and you couldn't nmake
deci si ons because of them

And they were fearful that too nuch
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say-so to the individual citizens was going to
stagnate the nation. | say, thank God to the
Siting Council because this is a nechani smthat
allows us to do what shoul d be done.

And |'m not just saying, everything
shoul d be done, but when you | ook at what's good
for Killingly -- that's what | want. Al right?
Yes, the npbney and the taxation, that's going to
be a good t hing.

We're going to be able to do a | ot of
good things with that, but I"'monly for it if it's
determ ned that the environnental issues are net,
that all regulations are adhered to and that there
is a need for this powerplant. Now it seenms to ne
that this consortiumthat governs this has already
determ ned that, because they've put this conpany
on their list, and that's what all owed you peopl e
to bring this thing back about.

So going forward in the next 10 years --
and |'ve been reading this recently al nost
daily -- in the next 10 years 50 percent of
autonobiles on the road are going to be electric,
and you're seeing it already. GCeneral Mbdtors,

Vol vo, BMWN all the Japanese conpanies, they're

all switching their nodels over to either hybrids
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or electric.

That energy has to cone from somewhere
and it seens to ne that if you can go to a cl eaner
formof energy as a bridge, not as a total
solution, as a bridge to getting us to naybe where
fusion is going to be.

There are ten nations in the world right
now -- Russia one of them France, Geat Britain,
Japan and | don't know what the others are that
have invested in sonething that's being built in
Paris right now It's supposed to go online in a
coupl e of years to determ ne whether or not the
technol ogy is going to work.

They're going to have a 1 to 500 rati o,
1 percent power in, 500 out, but nore inportantly
they're going to prove the technology. |If that
happens they're going to duplicate what's
happeni ng on the sun, unlimted power, and that's
going to probably put these people out of
busi ness, but it's probably going to take 30 years
to do so or nore because this plant is only going
to determne if the technology that they're
wor ki ng wi th wor ks.

So -- and I've gone to all of these

hearings, and | support what's good for Killingly
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providing it neets the regulations. And |I'm gl ad
that it's in your hands, not in the hands of
peopl e enotionally involved for one reason or
another that will, maybe not deliberately, but
they do say things that aren't factual.

| believe in factual responsible
government. So | hope you people take a | ook at
everything. Do what's right, and |I'm hopeful that
in the final analysis we're going to have this
power pl ant .

We' ve al ready got one there, and that
i ndustrial park has been there since the 1950s or
60s. A potato farnmer was in there. He went broke
because there was a wet season and he lost his
pot at oes, and they turned it into an industri al
par k.

The | ake residents shoul d have stopped
the industrial park fromgoing in at the tine.
It's been 40, 50, 60 years since then. W' ve
al ready got one powerplant there. [It's not
causing a problem A second one won't hurt and
it's going to be replacing fossil fuels that are
far nore dangerous to us than what that nobdern
state-of-the-art plant wll do.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: W have reached
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our tinme, sir.

JOHN SARANTOPOULOCS: Thank you very
much. Appreciate it.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:  Thank you.

Next | have a Lauren -- and |I'm not
going to try to figure out her |ast nane, but you
can tell us when you get to the m crophone.

LAUREN NI EDEL: Thank you. M nane is
Lauren Niedel. |I'mactually from Chepachet.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER°  How do you spel |
t hat ?

LAUREN NI EDEL: N-i-e-d-e-I.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:  Thank you.

LAUREN NI EDEL: | just want to read
sonething really quick, which I didn't even know
t hat happened until, |ike, maybe 20 m nutes ago.
And this is from Wi nny, W NY.

Area fire departnments were called to the
scene of a residential structure fire in nearby
d oucester, Rhode Island, shortly before 4 p.m
this afternoon, according to the Chepachet Fire
Departnent. As crews from Northeastern
Connecticut al so responded, QVEC di spatch confirns
the fire was | ocated at 34 Reynolds Road in the

Vill age of Chepachet in the town of d oucester.
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About 15 to 30 mnutes before 5 p.m this evening
the local fire departnent estimates the fire was
deened under control.

The reason why I'mreading this is
because | live in Chepachet. There is a proposed
powerplant in Burrillville, a proposed powerpl ant
in here. I'min the mddle. Qur water has no
boundaries. Qur air quality has no boundari es.

Qur people get sick frompoor air quality.

When you go down that pipeline and to
get that fracked gas you are going into peoples’
hones -- and in their areas in Pennsylvania where
fracking is causing i mense destruction, inmmense
envi ronnental issues, health issues, et cetera.

Here i n Sout heastern New Engl and we have
a noral obligation not to be conplicit in what's
going on in the fracked areas of Pennsylvania. W
have enough power in this area. W are -- as you
all know, solar farnms are com ng up everywhere.
Wnd farns are becom ng way nore cost effective.
We can't be putting in powerplants that wll be
obsolete the day it goes into -- the day it starts
working if it ever goes up.

These plants are there for 20, 30, 40

years. At that tine in 30 to 40 years sol ar
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panels will probably be tiny. Batteries will be
incredibly small, very cost effective.

You have to |l ook at the future. You
have to have a vision, a vision of this area of
Sout hern New Engl and shoul d not be addi ng
addi ti onal powerplants and fracked gas at the
expense of other people from across the country.

Thank you.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: | have Vi cki Stahr
followed by Virge Lorents.

VI CTORI A STAHR: I"'mVictoria Stahr,
that's spelled S-t-a-h-r.

My grandchildren live in this town and
as peopl e have repeatedly said, there's no need
for another powerplant. There's already a
powerplant in Killingly. There are solar farns in
Wbodst ock right over the border along Route 6, and
there's one proposed in Plainfield.

There's already a powerplant existing in
Killingly, and I'm sorry about the industri al
pl ant being put where it is next to the |ake. |
don't think we should be putting any other
pol luting types of things next to the | ake.

I grew up in Pennsylvania. Fracking is

not good. Coal is not good. Fossil fuels are not
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good. The pipelines used to transport the gas
fromone area to another |eak. There's no way
they're safe, and I don't want another one put in
just because we think we want the power here. W
don't need it.

We need to i nprove our research and
devel opnent on green fuels, and if we keep relying
on these fossil fuels the scientists m ght not
feel so pressured. And w nd turbines do not
create cancer unlike what President -- | won't say
his nane --

A VO CE:  Trunp.

VI CTORI A STAHR.  Thanks.

So | respectfully feel that we just
don't need this powerplant here. If you want
anyt hing, research on the turbines that go in
sewers that create electricity and ot her such
types of creating electricity that do not create
pol | uti on.

Because you know, if we can't breathe
the air because we're asthmatic or have COPD, and
if we can't drink the water because we've poll uted
it through the process of fracking and other such
nmet hods, we don't need the busi ness because we

can't live to support it. So |I'd say we just
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don't need it.

Thank you.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:  Virge Lorents
foll owed by Ben Chase, pl ease.

VI RGE LORENTS: GCkay. | won't force you
to call nme Vitica Lorents. | won't do that to
you.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: But you'll spel
your |l ast nane for ne, though.

VI RGE LORENTS: L-o-r-e-n-t-s.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:  Thank you.

VI RGE LORENTS: Thi ngs are changi ng
quickly. In 1990 the only reason a wood chip
fired plant didn't get built here was the
Provi dence Water Board sued to prevent ash from
falling into their reservoirs.

In 2000 the current plant was built to
repl ace aging coal -fired plants. That was a good
thing, but it still puts greenhouse gases into the
air. However now global warm ng is now no | onger
a theory. It's a fact, and our nei ghbor Canada is
feeling the brunt of it nore than any ot her
country in the world.

We too are experiencing nore frequent

and intense storns, and it wll only get worse if

we do nothing. M husband and | have stepped up
to the plate and are building a zero carbon

em ssion hone. W'Il|l have an array of sol ar
panel s on the roof and nake room for an additi onal
array on the yard, but | have heard -- but haven't
checked yet -- that Eversource persuaded the

Legi slature to all ow Eversource to refuse to buy

t he power from honmeowners with extra power output.

Now that's good for their profits, but
it's bad for our planet. | have to wonder why
Connecticut is falling behind Massachusetts in
carbon-free power production. They're filling
enpty spaces along the Mass Pi ke and coveri ng
brownfields and putting arrays there, and other
t hi ngs.

I'd like fol ks here to know ny dad was a
uni on carpenter, and the union kept us afl oat
during hard tines. So | understand the focus on
j obs, however clean energy jobs are a growth
industry and | inagine working in a field that
pays you now and keeps the planet |ivable for your
children and grandchildren -- would be a good idea
to focus on.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:.  Ben Chase fol | owed
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by Stephani e Sl onan, please.

So Ben Chase?

Are you Stephanie? Cone on in.

STEPHANI E SLOVAN: Hi . My nane is
St ephanie Slonman and I'ma retired environnment al
engineer, and | live in Burrillville and |I've been
fighting Entergy for about four years now. So
|'ve learned a | ot, unfortunately, about
powerplants. It wasn't ny forte, but it kind of
IS now.

And why am | here? One of the reasons
of course is that this powerplant will be
approximately 13 mles as the crow flies from
where | live in Burrillville, but that's not the
only reason.

But first of all, in case -- |I'm going
toread this, sorry. First of all, in case | run
out of tine | want to say the followng. Over the
| ast years there have been and wll continue to be
hundreds of negawatts of offshore wi nd, onshore
w nd, solar panels on roofs and solar farns being
built in New England. W as a society are on the
cusp of a cultural change, a drastic and
needed shift fromfossil fuels to renewable

ener gy.
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In order to save the planet and
ourselves we and all of the energy siting councils
and boards nust take a leap of faith. If you
wll, that renewabl e energy will supply our
present and future needs. W don't need this or
any ot her new natural gas powerplant now or ever.

Today | | ooked at |1 SO New Engl and' s
website and it showed a 2,487 nmegawatt surpl us.
| SO New Engl and itself has forecasted that sol ar
behi nd the neter, not connected to the grid wll
i ncrease substantially over tinme to the tune of
approxi mately 14 percent per year. This nmeans by
2027 only eight years from now sol ar panel
electricity behind the neter will increase by
144 percent.

| SO New Engl and al so states that there
are 20,500 negawatts of offshore and onshore w nd
projects already scheduled to be built. Solar
farms which connect to the grid are increasing by
| eaps and bounds. There's been great strides
concerni ng battery storage, but when the w nd
doesn't blow and the sun doesn't shine -- | |ove
that. | hear that all the tine.

Concerni ng the hydrogen tube trailers,

it's al ways been part of the project from day one.
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It can be found on page 59 of the original
application. |In other words, a change of the
manuf acturer and the increase in the nmegawatts
didn't all of a sudden say, oh ny. W need
hydr ogen.

Second, NTE s response to the Siting
Council's nunber 47 states, and | quote, NTE
estimates that approxi nately 400,000 standard
cubi c feet of hydrogen, unquote, will be used and
stored on site. The words "estimtes" and
"approxi mately" are key. They should know t he
exact volunes. Shouldn't they? Shouldn't you?

Third, NTE s response does not answer
t he sub-question concerning the blast zone. Wy?
Entergy, the powerplant we're fighting in
Burrillville -- Entergy was forced to do a bl ast
anal ysi s of the hydrogen gas.

A long story short, 500,000 cubic
standard feet of hydrogen which wll be used for
one turbine, not for two. |If a hundred percent
expl oded it would destroy 64 acres. And 50,000 is
not that far away from 40, 000.

What will happen if KEC s hydrogen gas
expl odes and then caused a natural gas expl osion,

if Entergy was forced to do that bl ast radius,
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too? In that case it would be 145 acres
destroyed. | think that KEC should be asked to do
such a bl ast zone anal ysi s.

And according to -- I'"'mgoing to talk
about the water now. M ninum average of a
100,000 -- | nmean, 50. Sorry, fifty -- no a
hundred, sorry.

M ni nrum aver age of 100, 000 gal | ons per
day, nmaxi num of 400, 000 per day. However, in the
contract states that if there's a drought
situation or an equi pnmrent energency, CAC wil |
reduce the volune of water avail able to KEC.

Two points here. One, the only
wat er reducti on mandated for state residents and
busi ness that use CWC will be reduced. It won't
be the powerplant. The other businesses and the
residents will have to reduce their water usage.
Al so KEC has no secondary or contingent source of
water. Shouldn't that be a concern?

The noise -- there's no nention of the
World Health Organi zation that | could find.
There's no nention of the | ow frequency noi se and
the negative health effects with | ow frequency
noi se, and | could go on here.

As far as the hazardous air pollutants
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desi gnated by the EPA, there will be -- KEC in
their applications says 14.61 tons per year
emtted by the powerplant. These include | ead,
arseni c, nmercury, benzine, formal dehyde.

Is there a deconmm ssi oni ng agr eenent
between Killingly and NTE, because | didn't see
one? Also the site is located in the mddle of a
wildlife corridor in the Last Green Vall ey.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: Ms. Sl oman we are
out of time, but I'll encourage you to submt
witten --

STEPHANI E SLOVAN: | did al ready.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER:  Very good. Thank
you very nmuch.

Paul Maidnent foll owed by Jack
Dusseaul t. Thank you.

PAUL MAI DMENT: Thank you. That's
Mai dnment, Ma-i-d-me-n-t. I'ma citizen of
Ponfret and have been for al nost 30 years. M
wfe and | are al so stewards of the Wndham Land
Trust Tucker Preserve which borders on the
Qui nebaug River in Ponfret, directly or diagonally
across is the Dunn Preserve which will be inpacted
by the construction of this plant.

Fifty-six, | believe,
Connecti cut Towns have passed non-fracking
resolutions to keep waste from bei ng transported
t hrough our towns. Qur State nay be in this
transportation.

Fracki ng waste nust be consi dered here
as well. Why would we ban fracked gas to be
transported in our state only to burn here in
Nor t heast Connecti cut.

We do not need anot her gas powerpl ant.
We do not need the energy. The Council, | assuneg,
has all these facts that have been nentioned
tonight. Qutside this town hall this evening
right before the neeting -- | assune still there's
a panel truck with out-of-state plates with two
di gital nessages flashing. One, support the
Killingly energy Center; and two, $120 nmillion for

Killingly. They've offered no other reasons why
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this plant shoul d be support ed.

And there were over 20 human bei ngs
st andi ng outside protesting this plant nostly with
honenade signs. There are many young chil dren,
young children here earlier, and this is their
future you are deciding. | ask that you deny this
appl i cation.

THE HEARI NG OFFI CER: Jack Dusseault, if
| said that correctly, followed by David
Al exander.

JACK DUSSEAULT: It's Dusseault,
D-u-s-s-e-a-u-l-t. W have a unique situation
here. W've had a powerplant for 20 years in
town, |arger than the one that's bei ng proposed
now. No town manager in the Town of Killingly in
the |l ast 20 years has ever received one conpl aint
fromthe powerpl ant we have in existence right
now. Not one conplaint in 20 years has anyone
ever talked to the town nmanager -- and that's a
fact -- about this.

Now about 50 years ago | ran a flight
service in town, and one day | was flying from
Syracuse to Dani el son which is -- the runway is

3113. So there was a nort hwest w nd probably 30,
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40 mles an hour. |I'mcom ng from Syracuse. At
about 4,000 feet you could see for a hundred
mles. It was a beautiful day. Mount Mnadnock,
you coul d see.

At that tine there was al ways seven or
ei ght dunps. |If you went up 3,000 feet you could
see seven or eight dunps burning and, you know,
they were snall fires.

But this, | was |eaving Syracuse and |
coul d see about 50 nmles away there was a huge
plume. | couldn't believe it. | said, what the
heck is that? So | was flying right over it and |
could see. When | got there | could see the
Dani el son airport.

And that snoke was going directly

130 degrees right over Danielson. It was the
Mount Tom coal burning plant. It was there for 60
years. It used 150 coal cars a day -- | nean, a

week fromthe railroad and there was al so anot her
small one near it. | don't know what the nane of
t hat one was, but they closed that four years ago.

For 60 years Dani el son was right on the
sout heast direction of the Mount Tom coal plant.
The snoke didn't dissipate until | got

over Abington. |It's unbelievable. Abington and
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Ponfret have been in that, that narrow northwest
w nd from Mount Tomfor 60 years. And now we
can't worry about this. | nean, they cl osed Munt
Tom They closed all, you know, nobst of the coal
plants in Massachusetts.

We' ve had seven honmes built about eight
years ago right next to the present powerpl ant.
No problems selling them Never been, you know,
nore than -- for-sale signs, it was never a
problem W don't have a problemw th that.

As far as water goes, we had a conpany,
Rogers Corporation, used a mllion gallons a day
out of this brook fromthe Al exander's Lake.
About 20 years ago they stopped because they
didn't nake the transforners -- or they didn't
need the water.

We have nore water. Connecticut Water
used to get 3 mllion gallons a day from anot her
brook and they stopped that, and they dug wells
and replaced it. They bought wells from Rogers
Cor poration and they put cenent over them They
didn't need them W don't have a water problem

And as | said, for 50 years we've been
sucki ng up, sucking up. W couldn't be in a nore

worse position fromthe Mount Tom plant. For 50
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years we were sucking up that em ssions. | nean,
it's just -- | got over Abington before the snoke
di ssi pated and that was, | don't know, 40 years
ago.

So | think, you know, we have all the
qualifications to get one. W' ve got the sewer
water, electric, whatever is right there. | think
it would be a shane if you guys didn't approve
this.

But | can't say it enough. Twenty years
the plant has been in town and never one conpl ai nt
to a town manager, including the present one.
Twenty years -- alnost 20. | don't know. Maybe
19.

And that's all | have to say.
