1. Call to Order with No Quorum:  The meeting was called to order at 2:03 p.m.

2. Committee Business:  The Committee had a lively discussion on H.B. 5001 that was passed and the subtleties of how someone enforces a Bill of Rights. Walter Glomb, Council Executive Director said the new Council Member from Disability Rights Connecticut would be helpful in providing insight. Each private provider is required to have a Patients’ Rights Advocate on their staff.

Charles Bergamo, Council Vice Chair and Proposal Review Committee (PRC) Chair; stated the Council’s Executive Committee consists of himself, Doris Maldonado Mendez, Council Chair and Executive Committee Chair; Michelle Baughman, the interim Chair of the Advocacy, Public Information and Education Committee (APIE); Antonia Edwards, the Chair of the Membership Committee; and Fran Traceski, Chair of the Legislative Policy and Planning Committee (LPP).

Charles Bergamo, Council Vice Chair, said the PRC has received grants from Yale for Autism Ethnography, Rocky Hill Public Schools, the Aspergers/Autism Network (AANE), the Yale Child Study Center, and Yale Program for Recovery and Community Health (PRCH). The Committee will review them and make their recommendations to the Council on funding.

Walter Glomb, Council Executive Director, commented that Michelle Baughman, Interim Chair of APIE, suggested a training for Council Members on working with adults on the spectrum. Walt said she provided him with some resources. He wants to ask for more recommendations at the NACDD Annual Meeting of Executive Directors being held next week.

The Committee would like to have the Council’s January or March 2024 meeting to be held in-person and allow people to also participate online.
