11:06 a.m.	Call to Order & Quorum Check:  Kaitlynn Ramos, Committee Chair, called the 	meeting to order with a quorum.
 
11:05 a.m.	Approval of Agenda:  Andrew Black made a motion to approve the meeting Agenda. Lena Esposito seconded the motion. The agenda was approved.

11:05 a.m.	Approval of Draft Minutes from Wednesday, December 11, 2024:  Andrew Black made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes from the December 11, 2024 Committee meeting. Lena Esposito seconded the motion. The minutes were approved.
 
11:08 a.m.	New Business:  Walter Glomb, Executive Director said the Council is accepting applications for the seats left empty by Mike Finley from Mental Health Connecticut (MHConn) and Robert Berriault, a self advocate. The committee decided they wanted to recruit someone from an organization that works with people on the Autism spectrum and fill the other slot with someone under the age of 26, which is the age range for a youth in CT-KASA.

	Bryan Klimkiewicz said the State Department of Education (DOE) has 2 different youth groups overseen by Nicole Vitali, a Consultant at the State Educational Resource Center (SERC) and by Beth Reel, Co-Executive Director at the Connecticut Parent Advocacy Center (C-PAC). He has shared information about the Council with them.

	Walter Glomb, Executive Director, said individuals who are interested in serving on the Council should contact Donna Devin, Council Program Assistant, who will send them an application for membership. When Donna receives an application, she will forward it to the Membership Committee for them to review.

	Kaitlynn Ramos, Committee Chair, has a friend who is interested in the Council. She will send their name to Donna, who will email them an application.

	Walter Glomb, Executive Director, sent the group a list of people in the Autism Waiver Provider system. He suggested the committee focus on people who have statewide or a large catchment area. Fifteen (15) of the organizations are statewide, but some might be individuals who are psychiatrists, psychologists or therapists. Andrew Black asked if the list could be filtered by providers that cover the state of Connecticut.

	Walt also sent the committee a list of the members of the Autism Advisory Council. Whoever serves on the Council needs to have a thorough understanding of the DD Act.

	Once the committee has applications to review, they will select applicants for interviews. They will recommend the 2 candidates to Walter Glomb, Council Executive Director. The applications will be sent to the Governor’s Office for approval. Once the choices are approved by the Governor, his office will send the applicants a background form to be filled out and submitted. The Governor’s Office will send the appointment letters to the new Council Members.
