1. Call to Order with Quorum:  The meeting was called to order at 2:00 p.m. There was no public present at the meeting, so the Committee moved on to the next agenda item.
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2. Approval of Agenda:  Charles Bergamo, Committee Chair, motioned to approve the agenda. The motion was seconded by Doris Maldonado Mendez, Council Chair. The agenda was approved.

3. Approval of Minutes:  Charles Bergamo, Committee Chair, motioned to approve the minutes from Monday, August 28, 2023. The motion was seconded by Michelle Baughman. The minutes were approved.

4. Nomination and Voting for Committee Chair:  Doris Maldonado Mendez, Council Chair, nominated Charles Bergamo to continue as the Committee’s Chair. Michelle Baughman seconded the motion. The motion passed.

5. Nomination and Voting for Committee Vice-Chair:  Michelle Baughman nominated Andy Cirioli to continue as the Committee’s Vice-Chair. Charles Bergamo, Committee Chair, seconded the motion. The motion passed.

6. Review of Grants:  Charles Bergamo, Committee Chair, reviewed the “Consent Agenda”. The Committee agrees on $33,000 in funding for Connecticut Community Care.

The Committee agrees on $20,000 in Council grant funding for PATH-CT.

The Committee agrees on $20,000 in Council grant funding for Futures, Inc.

The Committee agrees on $20,000 in Council grant funding for the Keep The Promise Coalition.

The Committee agrees on $25,000 in Council grant funding for Proud Parent through Arc CT.

The Committee agrees on $30,000 in Council grant funding for MidState Arc.

The Committee agrees on $12,169 in Council grant funding for Oakhill.

The Committee agrees on $33,000 in Council grant funding for The Center for Child Advocacy.

Charles Bergamo, Committee Chair, asked for a motion to approve the grant proposals on the consent agenda. The motion was seconded by Michelle Baughman. The consent agenda grants were approved.

There was a discussion on $33,000 in Council grant funding for the Dream Café through Rocky Hill Public Schools. Charles Bergamo, Committee Chair, asked for a motion to table the request until they submit a report with more feedback. The motion was seconded by Doris Maldonado Mendez, Council Chair. The motion passed.

There was a discussion on providing Council grant funding for the Connecticut Asperger / Autism Network (AANE). The Committee agreed to table the request until they receive a satisfactory report and more feedback from the AANE.

There was a discussion on providing $22,875 in Council grant funding for the Connecticut Tourette Association. Charles Bergamo, Committee Chair, made a motion to not approve the grant proposal. The motion was seconded by Doris Maldonado Mendez, Council Chair. The motion passed.

There was a discussion on providing $22,875 in Council grant funding for the SARAH, Inc. Charles Bergamo, Committee Chair, made a motion to not approve the grant funding The motion was seconded by Doris Maldonado Mendez, Council Chair. The motion passed.

There was a discussion on providing $22,875 in Council grant funding for the Team Wolfgang. Charles Bergamo, Committee Chair, made a motion to not approve the grant funding. The motion was seconded by Doris Maldonado Mendez, Council Chair. The motion passed.

There was a discussion on providing $40,000 in Council grant funding for the Connecticut Health Policy Project. A lesser amount may be considered, because organizations cannot only rely on long term Council funding to run their programs. Charles Bergamo, Committee Chair, made a motion to not approve the grant funding. The motion was seconded by Doris Maldonado Mendez, Council Chair. The motion passed.

There was a discussion on providing Council grant funding for the National Leadership Consortium. Members would first like to experience NLC’s Leadership Training program. Michelle Baughan expressed a great interest in the training. Charles Bergamo, Committee Chair, made a motion to not approve the grant funding. The motion was seconded by Doris Maldonado Mendez, Council Chair. The motion passed.

There was a discussion on providing $50,000 in Council grant funding for Hartford Public Schools. Charles Bergamo, Committee Chair, made a motion to approve the grant funding. The motion was seconded by Doris Maldonado Mendez, Council Chair. The motion passed. Michelle Baughman abstained.

There was a discussion on providing Council grant funding for the State Independent Living Council (SILC). Charles Bergamo, Committee Chair, made a motion to not approve the grant funding. The motion was seconded by Doris Maldonado Mendez, Council Chair. The motion passed. Michelle Baughman abstained.

There was a discussion on providing $15,215 in Council grant funding for the Connecticut Family Support Network. Charles Bergamo, Committee Chair, made a motion to approve the grant funding, provided they meet Title 6 requirements. The motion was seconded by Doris Maldonado Mendez, Council Chair. The motion passed.

The Committee would like to have a discussion at a future meeting on amending the Council’s Request for Proposal (RFP) template to reflect a grantee who is asking for new grant funding, must have their current grant in good order and have met the requirements of their current grant.

Also, all grantee materials need to be translated under Title 6 requirements. The Committee will research Title 6 translators and how one meets that certification. The Council’s MOU will be edited to reference Title 6 requirements.

The Committee has committed a total of $298,384. Approximately $100,000 is left for funding of additional grants.

7. Adjournment:  Chuck Bergamo, Committee Chair, made a motion for adjournment. Doris Maldonado Mendez, Council Chair, seconded the motion. The meeting adjourned at 3:52 p.m.
