Minutes of the Meeting of September 18, 2006

10:00 – 12:00

Meeting Called to Order:  The meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. by Mr. Wiggin. 

Welcome of New Commission Members:

Mr. Wiggin welcomed new Commission members Henry Dutcher, representing the CT Library Association, Ms. Frances Rabinowitz, representing the CT State Department of Education, and Joshua Smith, representing CECA.  Other members were also asked to introduce themselves.  A copy of CET members for 2006-2007 is included in the meeting packet, and a digital version will be sent to members.  
Mr. Wiggin reminded members of their responsibilities as members of the CET, to represent the interests of their appointing authority and also to report back and advocate for CET efforts.  Members are encouraged to submit agenda items for consideration, and are welcome to contact either Mr. Wiggin or Ms. Kaplan with questions about their roles.
Approval of Minutes:

The minutes were approved with minor changes.
Report of Chair:
Mr. Wiggin reported on several issues:

· At the last meeting, Mr. Heminway suggested that the Sponsored Participation Policy had never been officially approved, but rather just discussed.  After investigation, it was determined that he was indeed correct, so this policy will be distributed to members and discussed and acted upon at the November meeting.

· Mr. Wiggin reported that he had been working with Ms. Kaplan on reviewing CET’s charge, and that he had requested a meeting with Governor Rell to discuss educational technology issues.  

· Mr. Wiggin asked members who would like to serve on the Nomination Committee to contact him.  Their first order of business will be to nominate someone to serve as Vice Chair.
· Over the summer, Ms. Greiman brought forth a request on behalf of the state’s Independent Colleges to have servers placed on the CEN to make available Ruckus, a music/video/file sharing service for higher education.  Ruckus had proposed an offer that had no cost to CT colleges and universities for their service.  Ms. Greiman explained that other states including North Carolina and California have an arrangement with Ruckus that would be similar to what we would have in Connecticut.  She noted that by using this service, illegal downloads could be reduced, and this would lessen the traffic and potential strain on the Network.

Mr. Wiggin reported that a small group met to review the request, and it was determined that if CCIC is willing to “sponsor” the application from Ruckus, it is acceptable to place the Ruckus servers on the CEN.  Mr. Vittner commented that the service should be up within a month.  

Mr. Papazian asked if Ruckus is the only vendor for this service, or do we need to look at others as well?  Mr. Wiggin explained that Ruckus may not be the only one, but that the agreement is with CCIC, not the state, and is not exclusive.

Mr. Drucker noted that these types of services could bog down the network – and asked how it will affect traffic.  Mr. Wiggin stated that Ruckus will be piloted for the next year, and then reviewed, including its effect on network traffic.  


Mr. Wiggin noted that the CET currently has no policy for accepting or rejecting this sort of service/application on the CEN, and perhaps one should be considered.  Commissioner Lewis stressed the importance of reviewing the value for education of any CEN service or application.

Advisory Councils
Mr. Wiggin asked Commission members to take action on the membership of the new Advisory Councils, approving the proposed slate of members.
Ms. Kaplan reminded Commission members that the Advisory Councils are to be composed of 8-12 members, including 1-2 Commission members.  She explained that the list of proposed members attempted to include broad representation and expertise.  She addressed Mr. Picard’s comment from the last meeting, where he mentioned that he did not see any teachers represented on the councils.  Ms. Kaplan explained that she had asked Commission members to suggest teachers who might serve on these committees, and that although she had contacted several teachers, none were able to accept because of the time commitment required.  She noted, however, that several of those included on the councils are former teachers and work with teachers on a regular basis, so would be able to represent teacher interests. 
Ms. Fusco volunteered to serve on the Professional Development Advisory Council as the Commission representative.
Members unanimously approved the slate of members proposed for the Advisory Councils.
Mr. Wiggin reminded the Commission members that the CET has no money – that the purpose of the Advisory Councils is to generate ideas, like a think-tank, to bring recommendations to the CET to act on or for agencies to promote in their programs.
