H.B. No. 5159 AN ACT ESTABLISHING A TASK FORCE TO STUDY THE RESPONSIVENESS OF STATE 
AGENCIES TO ISSUES CONCERNING CHILD SEXUAL ABUSE. Sponsored by the Committee on Children. 
 
H.B. No. 5260 (RAISED) COMMITTEE ON CHILDREN. 'AN ACT REQUIRING AN EVALUATION OF SHORT-
TERM ASSESSMENT AND RESPITE GROUP HOMES FOR CHILDREN', to require the Commissioner of 
Children and Families to submit a report concerning short-term assessment and respite group homes for 
children that are operated or licensed by the Department of Children and Families.
