The legislative session convened on Wednesday, February 4th, which is later than odd numbered years due to the State Biennium budget adoption taking place in the even numbered years.

S.B. No. 1 AN ACT CONCERNING AFFORDABILITY became the new budget adjustment bill and it was amended with Senate Schedule A LCO# 5762 (D).
