• Probable carcinogen and neurotoxin

Uses: 

• Mainly as a metal degreasing solvent in CT

• Dry-cleaning solvent

• Ingredient in glues, paints, coatings, aerosols
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Implications

• As of 2/4/22, 1-BP must be included in                                
facility HAP PTE calculations

• If source classification is unchanged, no new requirements 
apply

• If area source becomes major for single or combined HAP:

– Must apply for title V permit or take synthetic minor limit 
by 2/4/23

– Becomes subject to applicable major source NESHAPs
• If source takes synthetic minor limit, major source NESHAPs may 

not apply.
