 Review of uncategorized comments 

 Comment about public health directors and their responsibility over 
toxic sites, urban heat, pollution etc. 

 Public health directors are involved in these issues but there is still 
confusion of who is the main responsibility of these complex issues 

 CEPA clarifies that the main responsibility is a sponsoring state 
agency  

 This might have to be addressed in phase 2 due to time constraints 
 Recommendation Prioritization 

o Prioritize staffing needs: 
 AFN coordinator for emergency response and communications 
 Public health entomologist 
 Climate and health coordinator 
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 Extreme heat specialist 
 GIS specialist 
 Managed retreat program director 

o A matrix table for recommendations 
 Recommendation 
 Time frame 
 What type of action is required 
 Cost estimate (might be unable to do) 

 Public Comments 
o Diane Lauricella: we should prioritize and reexamine the roles and responsibilities of 

local health directors in order to address the environmental health issues that are 
often not addressed by local health directors; should be prioritized in phase I, not 
phase II 

 Amanda Clark: a higher level staffing might be needed to address the 
environmental issues; local health departments are different so some 
coordination and overall responsibility of a state coordinator would be 
helpful to address the environmental health issues 

 Mike Pascucilla: resources have been cut and most of the time local health 
directors are not contacted for environmental health issues
