WILDLIFE 1S EVERYWHERE
Growing UP WILD
Grades: PreK-2

1. Tell the students to toss an object, such
as a pen or eraser, on the floor.

2. Have the students spread a rope/string
into a circle with the object as the center.

3. Students will conduct an inventory of any
wildlife species they find in the circle. Once
they have counted all the wildlife in the circle, they will stand next to the circle and look
for larger species by turning slowly in a circle.

4. Students will look up, out, and down each time they turn. Have the students record
each species they see in a journal.
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
