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ABOUT THE CONNECTICUT DEEP TROPHY FISH AWARD PROGRAM  

Trophy fish awards are acknowledged in two categories for each species that meets or exceeds the 
minimum size criteria listed on our webpage. 

• Harvest = the largest fish by weight. New state records must be weighed on a certified scale. 

• Catch and Release = the largest fish by length. New state records verified by photo next to a 
ruler.  

A state record fish is the single largest individual of a species that has been submitted and verified by CT 
DEEP. 

Angler of the Year (Inland) – The angler with the greatest number of species ranking as the largest catch 
for the year (minimum of 3 species to be considered). If criteria are met the following are awarded:  

• Youth Female 

• Youth Male 

• Adult Female
