BHC Company Watershed Lands Acquisition:

The Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) closed on the largest open space acquisition in
Connecticut history by acquiring interest in 15,300 acres of land in Fairfield, Litchfield, New Haven
and Hartford Counties from the BHC Company on Thursday, March 28, 2002. The land is located in
28 towns: approximately 13,569 acres in Fairfield County; 1,668 in Litchfield County; 30 in New
